In a small Swiss town there was a cathedral. It was called the Mountain
Valley Cathedral. A great deal of money was spent on the wonderful
stained-glass windows and tall arched ceiling. The cathedral also
boasted of an outstanding pipe organ. The organ was designed in such
a way that when it was played, people could hear it from all over the
valley. As the people would work on their farms, they could often hear
the melodious tones of the organ peal it way to them. It gave great joy
to the people of the valley for many decades.

Then one day the valley became silent. The organ was in need of
repair.

People dropped everything they were doing and
ran to the cathedral. When the old man was done playing, the sexton
asked why it was that he was able to fix the organ after so many others
had failed. The old man replied: “I am the one to built the organ—and I
am the only one who can fix it.”

Born and raised in rural South Dakota, the Rev. Dr.
Wallace Schulz graduated from Concordia Universi-
ty, Seward, NE in 1967 and from Concordia Semi-
nary, Springfield, IL in 1973. In 1992, Concordia Uni-
versity, Seward, NE awarded Rev. Schulz a doctor of
letters honoris causa.

Rev. Schulz served as a professor of English at Con-
cordia University, Ann Arbor, MI; as a pastor of St.
Paul Lutheran Church, Sioux City, IA; and on the
staff of Concordia University, River Forest, IL, fol-
lowed by 25 years as a speaker on the Lutheran Hour.

Rev. Schulz served two terms as Fifth Vice President and one term as the Second Vice Presi-
dent of the Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod. Rev. Schulz has written extensively and pro-
claimed the Gospel in the United States and in many foreign countries. He and his family
also lived and worked in Latvia and traveled in Russia/Siberia immediately following the
collapse of the former Soviet Union.

In addition to serving as a chaplain to medical work among the poor in foreign countries, for
over a decade Rev. Schulz has maintained contacts with and assisted the underground Chris-
tian church of China. He has participated in several World Congresses on Evangelism and in
1986 he received the Ellis Island Medal of Honor for his distinguished service to humanity.
Dr. Schulz currently serves as Executive Editor of the GOOD NEWS magazine, published in
20 languages and distributed in 100 countries.

Dr. Schulz married Kathy (nee Soyk) in 1984. They have one son, Rev. Paul Schulz, born in
1989, a daughter-in-law, Clara (nee Reinke) and one grandson, Peter, and a granddaughter,
Sophia. Rev. Schulz and Kathy currently reside in Augusta, MO.
