​Victory site and the Med Shed. However, please be aware that if our application number is higher than in recent years, it​
​may be necessary to limit the size of camp. For that reason, please make sure to submit your application on time.​

​Please return applications by May 1st to reserve your spot, even if medical forms have not been completed yet.​
​Medical forms must be returned by June 10, 2026. ALL campers (Kydnie and sibling/friend) are required to have a​
​medical form completed by their primary care physician or nephrologist.​​Additional information is needed​​for campers​
​on dialysis: please see the medical form.​

​At this point, we are no longer requiring COVID vaccine for campers or staff. However, we will continue to screen for any​
​evidence of viral illness, including COVID, on entry to the camp. Individuals who have any sign of infectious illness will​
​not be allowed to attend camp.​
