Vocabulary Help - Supports your child in understanding key words from the 

book. Talking about these words at home can boost confidence in reading and 

encourage more precise use of language in writing and conversation. 

Comprehension - Completed either through discussion or writing, helping your 

child to practise retrieving information, making inferences, and expressing 

opinions. Talking about the book together is a great way to build understanding 

and enjoyment.
