Curvy Ruler) 9. Summer Solstice 10. Fire Island Hosta  11. Fractured Paint Box

12. Fractured Star. This uses one Judy Niemeyer strip pack, 7 yards background fabric and 5/8
yard for the binding. Feathered Star 13. Lumina Feathered Star - has large pieces and is easy
to make. 14. Amazon Star, another easy quilt to make. 15. Prismatic Star 16. Ice Castles -
this is just the Prismatic Star with a third row. 17. Bali Wedding Star  18. Glacier Star - the
first technique of the month pattern 19. Mariners Compass 20. Paradise in Bloom 21. Vin-
tage Rose and 22. Dinner Plate Dahlia.

February 21 - 23, 2020, Cindy will have a retreat at the Sunset Retreat Center. She will assist with any
Quiltworx pattern you are working on. Please see Vicky Nightingale for more information.

1) Using a minimum of 3-7 bright, sparkling colors, which make a splash,
create your Color Explosion. The fabric may be any kind you want: satin, net-
ting, prints, wool, linen, etc. This creation should please YOU.

2) White or black may be used for binding, outside bordering, cornerstones,

or sashing. No ‘block’ may be black or white within the body of the quilt.

- 3) Quilts may be no larger than a total or 60” perimeter, but may be smaller.

4) Use any dimensional element like beads, applique, mixed media, 3D fab-
