2) He is also identified as a?   Twin
3) Who was known as his brother?  Matthew
4) This disciple also felt that he could not believe the other disciples, so he said that  he would need proof before he could believe: name one of the items.  To  see the nail marks in his hand.
5) Name another item that he wanted.  To put his finger where the nails were.
6) Name another item that he wanted.   To put his hand into Jesus’s  side.
7) How many days later does the writer tell us that Jesus comes again to see the disciples?   Eight Days  (some bibles say 7days = 1 week )
8) Why were the disciples behind the shut doors when Jesus comes?  They were hiding in fear of the  Jewish leaders who had been behind the plot to kill Jesus.
9) How does the unbelieving disciple react when he sees Jesus?   He says, “ My Lord and my God”. He goes from doubt to worship! He recognizes him and sees proof of Jesus’ resurrection. Thomas didn’t do any of the things he said he needed to do first.The doubt is gone and he now has faith .
10) Jesus tells him that he believes because he has?  Seen me.
11) Who does Jesus say at this time are those that are blessed?  Those who  have not seen, and yet believe.
12) What does the writer say is the reason this book was written? (read John 20:31)   It is written to inspire us to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, (the Christ) the Son of God and that by believing in him,  we may have life in his name.
