Deuteronomy 30:19 "I 
call heaven and earth 
as witnesses today 
against you, that I have 
set before you life and 
death, blessing and 
cursing; therefore 
choose life, that both 
you and your 
descendants may live;”

God had 
given them 
the choices 

and told 
Israel which 
choice was 
the best.



Joshua 24:15 ¶ "And if it seems evil to 

you to serve the LORD, choose for 

yourselves this day whom you will serve, 

whether the gods which your fathers 

served that were on the other side of the 

River, or the gods of the Amorites, in 

whose land you dwell. But as for me and 

my house, we will serve the LORD."

In other words---make up your 

minds.
