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• Isaiah 61:8 “For I, the LORD, love justice. I hate robbery and wrongdoing. I 

will faithfully reward my people for their suffering and make an everlasting 

covenant with them.

• 9 Their descendants will be recognized and honored among the nations. 

Everyone will realize that they are a people the LORD has blessed.” 

• 10 I am overwhelmed with joy in the LORD my God! For he has dressed 

me with the clothing of salvation and draped me in a robe of righteousness.

• 11 The Sovereign LORD will show his justice to the 
nations of the world.

• The Lord has a special affinity for justice, and God pays special 
attention to those who are on the underside of oppressive forces. The 
Lord is committed to rescuing God’s people, not primarily because they 
are chosen, but because the Lord takes up for those who are robbed and 
mistreated. 

• The Lord is a fan of the underdog, and those connected to the Lord 
cannot remain silent when they see others victimized. Not only should 
the Lord’s eyes see the vulnerable, so should those of us who profess to 
have a relationship with the Lord. If we truly love the Lord, then we 
should love what the Lord loves, and the Lord loves justice. 

• Whose side do we need to take today to be on the same side as the 
Lord? 



• Often it is easy to become cynical when we look at the 
affairs of the world. As African Americans, it is 
difficult to observe the progress that we have made 
without becoming discouraged by looking at how far 
we have to go. However, we are not called to solve all 
of the problems that face our community and our 
world. 

• We are called to fall in love with justice like God has. 
By falling in love with justice, we are to keep one eye 
on the big picture while focusing our other eye on 
ways that we can remind individuals and 
communities that they are not forsaken by God. 
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
