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1. Chattel slavery in the U.S., which treated Black people as property, lasted for 246 years. (True or False) Slavery was officially abolished with the ratification of the 13th Amendment in December 1865.
2. Vicente Guerrero, Mexico's second president, abolished slavery in most of the country in 1829. (True of False) His decree made Mexico on of the first nations in the Americas to end the practice of slavery. President Guerrero was of Afro-Indigenous descent.
3. George T. Sampson, an African American inventor, was awarded a patent on August 19, 1892, for his advancements in clothes dryer technology. (True or False) His work addressed a significant need in both private residences and laundry facilities, with his technique preceding the development of modern electric dryers. 
4. Richard Bowie Spikes, an African American inventor, enhanced the automatic gear shift and safety brake systems for trucks and buses. (True or False) Mr. Spikes had eleven patents for his inventions.
5. Lloyd P. Ray an African American inventor born in 1860, patented a new and improved dustpan. (True or False) His invention featured a metal plate and handle, making it easier to collect dirt without bending or using your hands.
6. Hazel Johnson-Brown was the U.S. Army's first Black female general and chief of the Nurse Corps. (True or False) Upon her promotion to brigadier general, she assumed responsibility for overseeing 7,000 nurses within the Army Nurse Corps.
7. A Black musician named Daryl Davis has successfully convinced 200 people to leave the KKK. (True or False) For over 30 years, Mr. Davis has been approaching white supremacists with one simple question: “How can you hate me when you don’t even know me?” He convinced hundreds of KKK members to give up their robes for good.
8. In 1969, Samuel L. Jackson was expelled from Morehouse College for holding Martin Luther King Jr.'s father hostage during a protest to support Black students. (True or False) Prior to becoming a world-famous actor, Samuel L. Jackson fought tirelessly to improve conditions for Black students on his college campus.
9. Most slaves from the transatlantic slave trade were sent to Brazil and the Caribbean. (True or False) Brazil the largest recipient taken in about 40% of all enslaved Africans mainly for sugar cane plantation. Many African slaves were also sent to French colonies such as Santo Domingo (Haiti) and British colonies like Jamaica and Barbados in the Caribbean.
10. The Jim Dandy Ski Club is the first and oldest Black ski club in the United States founded in Detroit in 1958. (True or False) This ski club expanded beyond skiing to offer multiple sports, travel, and outings nationwide with a diverse membership.
11. Reginald Lewis was an African American businessman and the first Black person to build a billion-dollar company in the 1980s. (True or False) In 1993, Forbes ranked Mr. Lewis among America’s 400 richest, estimating his net worth at $400 million.
12. Historically, lynching in the United States particularly during the late 19th and early 20th century were often treated as a public spectacle or festival by white supremacist mobs. (True or False) The 


atmosphere was frequently that of a picnic with food vendors and celebratory moods designed to terrorize the Black community and reinforce white supremacy.
13. Rosa Parks was the first person of color to refuse to give up their seat to a white passenger. (True or False) Claudette Colvin, 15 years old refused to give up her seat on a Montgomery, Alabama bus nine months before Rosa Parks in March 1955. Other pioneers include Aurelia Browder, Mary Louise Smith, and Susan McDonald, all of whom challenged segregation prior to December 1955.
14. Gerald Lawson, an African American electronics engineer, is widely recognized as the father of the video game cartridge. (True or False) A pioneer of modern gaming for leading the creation of the Fairchild Channel F the first home console to use swappable ROM cartridges. He also, founded VideoSoft in 1980, one of the earliest Black-owned video game development companies.
15. Percy Lavon Julian An African American research chemist who revolutionized medicine by developing affordable large scale synthetic methods for steroids like cortisone, sex hormones and compounds to treat glaucoma from soy products. (True or False) Mr. Julian was a holder of 130 patents, he was a trailblazer in the industrial chemistry overcoming severe racism to become the first Black chemist inducted into the National Academy of Science.
