Overview of Prayer Meeting November 17th, 2024

Even though we were planning on having a regular church service with a message, the Holy Spirit led us to spend the day in prayer and to have a prayer meeting instead.

But first to back up though to last Sunday, November 10th. A brother in the Lord came to the service, a first time visitor who normally attends a Baptist church (and our church is more Pentecostal & Book of Acts). The first thing we discerned is that he came in down-hearted, depressed and oppressed. Why that is notable is the fact that during the day in prayer, both Pastor Richard and myself were being attacked with the same spirits but we didn’t know where it was coming from, other than from the devil. You know, sometimes, we are picking up in the spirit what is happening around us, but the devil lies and makes us believe that there is something the matter with us, when in reality we’re picking up (perceiving and discerning) what is going on around us or those we are about to come in contact with. That’s why we need the Holy Spirit to give us those gifts of discerning of spirits.

Such was the case when this brother came to church. During the day we were picking up what the devil was harassing this brother with. But it didn’t stay that way! As we started worshipping the Lord, praising Him and started praying, things began to break off in the spirit in Jesus’ name. We were able to pray for him and his family and when he left, he left with a skip in his step, having received a touch from the Holy Spirit and the demonic assignments were broken off of him. He also received an animated Action Bible to share with his sister’s children who he felt a need to pray for in the prayer service.  James 5:16 Amplified Bible says; “16Therefore, confess your sins to one another [your false steps, your offenses], and pray for one another, that you may be healed and restored. The heartfelt and persistent prayer of a righteous man (believer) is able to accomplish much [when put into action and made effective by God--it is dynamic and can have tremendous power].”

Also, a few weeks before that, we had another first time guest come to church. This was amazing, because as he walked in the doors (the worship had already started), he was very taken back and had to sit down immediately as the presence of the Lord was overtaking him, he almost couldn’t stand up. He couldn't even speak and was on the verge of tears as the power of the Holy Spirit ministered to him.

So, that’s what happens as the Holy Ghost church prays. Ephesians 6:18 says; “18With all prayer and petition pray [with specific requests] at all times [on every occasion and in every season] in the Spirit, and with this in view, stay alert with all perseverance and petition [interceding in prayer] for all [e]God’s people.” 

The Holy Spirit is there, deliverance happens, prophetic words are given, the Lord’s Supper is shared and so much more. Every church service we celebrate communion as it’s important for the body to partake in the breaking of bread and drinking the cup, 1 Corinthians 10:16-17. This is what the Lord desires to do in your life too.
