Overview of Prayer Meeting October 13th, 2024

During our time of prayer, this scripture came up. It’s in 1 Kings 18:21 where it says; “21 And Elijah came to all the people, and said, “How long will you falter between two opinions? If the Lord is God, follow Him; but if Baal, follow him.” But the people answered him not a word.”

It’s the story of the Prophet Elijah who calls King Ahab and the prophets of Baal and Asherah, 850 heathen, idolatrous and false prophets in total to an assembly on Mount Carmel. Also present were the Israelite's and God was speaking through Elijah to all of them, to ask what is written above. In essence asking, choose who you’re going to serve Israel; King Ahab and the false prophets or are you going to serve Almighty God, the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, or the gods of the heathen? They were faltering and wavering between the two. Elijah told King Ahab that he had forsaken the commandments of the Lord and had followed after the Baals. Jeremiah 19:4-5 states that Baal worship included sacrificing children; “4 “Because they have forsaken Me and made this an alien place, because they have burned incense in it to other gods whom neither they, their fathers, nor the kings of Judah have known, and have filled this place with the blood of the innocents 5 (they have also built the high places of Baal, to burn their sons with fire for burnt offerings to Baal, which I did not command or speak, nor did it come into My mind),”

The church, the body of Christ is being sifted, shaken, and purified exposing sin, idolatry, lukewarmness and truly Jesus is asking His church, how long will you falter between Me and the world, either serve Me with all your heart, soul, mind and strength, or, serve the world, the flesh and the devil. Just like King Ahab was seduced by Queen Jezebel to follow after her heathen gods, so we see the church being led astray in the same way.

I could wish you were cold or hot. 16 So then, because you are lukewarm, and neither [k]cold nor hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth. 17 Because you say, ‘I am rich, have become wealthy, and have need of nothing’—and do not know that you are wretched, miserable, poor, blind, and naked— 18 I counsel you to buy from Me gold refined in the fire, that you may be rich; and white garments, that you may be clothed, that the shame of your nakedness may not be revealed; and anoint your eyes with eye salve, that you may see. 19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten.[l] Therefore be [m]zealous and repent. 20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me. 21 To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 22 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.” ’ ”

This was and still is, a representation of the church today, it’s lukewarm, it’s faltering between two opinions and is neither hot nor cold. Jesus is very clear that by being in that state, He’ll vomit them out of His mouth. In the USA right now as they’re approaching elections, Christians are being asked to choose between the lesser of two evils. What does that mean? To choose between one candidate who is fully endorsing abortion from conception until even birth, and the other candidate who has ‘wavered’ by endorsing the right to women to abort their baby up to the end of the first trimester. The action is evil and is abomination at any state. The mantra and talking points of the majority of Christian leaders is that they must vote for life, but if both candidates and political parties are endorsing abortion, how can you morally and ethically vote for either? They’re both evil regarding the unborn.

17 A[b] proud look, A lying tongue, Hands that shed innocent blood, 18 A heart that devises wicked plans, Feet that are swift in running to evil, 19 A false witness who speaks lies, And one who sows discord among brethren.”

Christian Americans in particular are being told to choose between the lesser of two evils; at what stage is it ‘ok’ to abort a baby and at what stage is it ‘not ok’ to abort a baby and this is unconscionable and unethical. They are being challenged to falter between two opinions right now, and we pray that they choose life above any party platform, even if it means withholding their vote and allow Jesus to do the final sifting and judgment in His church. Don’t idolize the vote or the right to vote even though it’s important, serve Jesus only, choose life and don’t participate in the sins of those who are wanting you to waver between righteousness and unrighteousness. By your vote, don’t allow the blood of the unborn to be on your hands because you feel you have to choose between the lesser of two evils. 

Isaiah 5:20 also says; “Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; Who put darkness for light, and light for darkness; Who put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!”
