DAY 1. WELCOME TO MADRID! (D)

DAY 2. MADRID. Guided sightseeing includes the Prado
Museum and sights of Cibeles Fountain and Calle Alcala.
(B)

DAY 3. MADRID–SEGOVIA–AVILA–SALAMANCA. See
the Roman Aqueduct Segovia. Visit the medieval walled
town in Avila. In Salamanca, Take an orientation walk to
Plaza Mayor.  Enjoy a wine tasting with dinner at
Hacienda Zorita. (B,D)

DAY 4. SALAMANCA–FÁTIMA, PORTUGAL–LISBON.
Scenic drive through the Serra da Estrela Mountain
range. Visit the Sanctuary of Our Lady of the Holy
Rosary with free time for lunch before departing for
Lisbon. (B)

DAY 5. LISBON. Guided sightseeing includes Jeronimos
Monastery and cloister, a photo stop at Belem Tower
and the Monument to the Discoveries. Free time this
afternoon and evening. (B)

DAY 6. LISBON–AZARUJA–SEVILLE, SPAIN. Visit a cork
factory in Azaruja. Scenic drive into the Andalusia
region to Seville. (B,D)

DAY 7. SEVILLE. Visit Plaza de España. Guided
sightseeing includes Casa de Pilatos, and a walk through
the Santa Cruz quarter. (B)

DAY 8. SEVILLE-TANGIER, MOROCCO. Ferry crossing to
Morocco. Guided sightseeing in Tangier includes a  
panoramic drive to Cap Spartel and enjoy mint tea with
biscuits. Join your travel companions for a dinner with
Moroccan entertainment at your hotel. (B,D)

DAY 9. TANGIER-COSTA DEL SOL, SPAIN. An
orientation walk in Tangier includes Grand Socco
square. Free time to explore the narrow streets of the
kasbah before boarding a ferry back to Spain. (B)
