INDEPENDENCE DAY 
Independence Day (colloquially the Fourth of 
July or July 4) is a federal holiday in the United 
States commemorating the Declaration of 
Independence of the United States, on July 4, 
1776.  The Continental Congress declared that 
the thirteen American colonies were no longer 
subject (and subordinate) to the monarch of 
Britain, King George III, and were now united, 
free, and independent states.  The Congress 
had voted to declare independence two days 
earlier, on July 2, but it was not declared until 
July 4.   

Independence Day is commonly associated 
with fireworks, parades, barbecues, carnivals, 
fairs, picnics, concerts, baseball games, family 
reunions, political speeches, and ceremonies, 
in addition to various other public and private 
events celebrating the history, government, and 
traditions of the United States.  Independence 
Day is the national day of the United States.   

During the American Revolution, the legal 
separation of the thirteen colonies from Great 
Britain in 1776 actually occurred on July 2, 
when the Second Continental Congress voted 
to approve a resolution of independence that 
had been proposed in June by Richard Henry 
Lee of Virginia, declaring the United States 
independent from Great Britain's rule.  After 
voting for independence, Congress turned its 
attention to the Declaration of Independence, a 
statement explaining this decision, which had 
been prepared by a Committee of Five, with 
Thomas Jefferson as its principal author.  
Congress debated and revised the wording of 
the Declaration, finally approving it two days 
later, on July 4.   

 

Historians have long disputed whether 
members of Congress signed the Declaration 
of Independence on July 4, even though 
Thomas Jefferson, John Adams, and Benjamin 
Franklin all later wrote that they had signed it 
on that day.  Most historians have concluded 
that the Declaration was signed nearly a month 
after its adoption, on August 2, 1776, and not 
on July 4 as is commonly believed.   

By a remarkable coincidence, Thomas 
Jefferson and John Adams, the only two 
signatories of the Declaration of Independence 
later to serve as presidents of the United 
States, both died on the same day: July 4, 
1826, which was the 50th anniversary of the 
Declaration, Jefferson even mentioning the 

fact.  Although not a signatory of the 
Declaration of Independence, James Monroe, 
another Founding Father who was elected as 
president, also died on July 4, 1831, making 
him the third President who died on the 
anniversary of independence.  The only U.S. 
president to have been born on Independence 
Day was Calvin Coolidge, who was born on 
July 4, 1872.

Armani 
was the first designer to approach celebrities 
and offer to dress them for big events.  And it 
all comes from his great love of the cinema.  In 
fact, many credit his designs for the film 
American Gigolo for truly launching his career 
and defining fashion in the 1980s.  Armani went 
on to design costumes for more than two 
hundred films.  The first actress to wear Armani 
on the red carpet was Diane Keaton in 1978, 
the year she won her “Best Actress” Oscar for 
Annie Hall.  Armani said, “Elegance is not 
about getting noticed, but about being 
remembered.”

Francesco Petrarca, poet and writer, born in 
Arezzo on the 20th of July 1304 
Giuseppe Garibaldi, patriot and general, born 
in Nizza (Nice) on the 4th of July 1807 
Amedeo Modigliani, artist, born in Livorno on 
the 12th of July 1884 
Giorgio de Chirico, artist, born in Volos 
(Greece) on the 10th of July 1888 
Vittorio De Sica, actor and director, born in 
Sora on the 7th of July 1901 
Gina Lollobrigida, actress, born in Subiaco on 
the 4th of July 1927

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A LITTLE LIGHT TRIVIA 
Why is a self-employed professional called 
a freelancer”? 
The word freelance came out of the period 
between the 13th and 14th centuries, when 
mercenary knights, with no particular 
allegiance, would take their lances into battle 
for the prince or state that paid them the most 
money.  They were referred to as freelancers 
by authors in the 19th century and operated 
much like the gunfighters in the American 
West.  Now a freelancer is anyone who works 
independently.   

Why do we call an enthusiastic amateur a 
“buff”? 
A “buff” is someone with a keen interest in a 
subject that is not related to his or her 
profession.  The term was coined by New York 
City firefighters, who were often hindered by 
crowds who gathered at fires either to help or 
stand around and criticize.  At the time, around 
1900, most winter coats worn by the spectators 
were made of buffalo hide, and from those the 
firefighters came up with the derogatory term 
“buffs” to describe those pesky amateur critics. 

Why do we call wealthy members of society 
the “upper crust”? 
In the days of feudalism, when noblemen 
gathered for a meal in the castle, those of 
higher rank sat at the head of a T-shaped table, 
and the rest sat in order of diminishing 
importance away from them.  For such 
occasions a yard-long loaf of bread was baked, 
and the honor of making the first cut belonged 
to the highest-ranking person at the head of the 
table, who would then pass the bread down in 
order of rank, but always keeping for himself 
the “upper crust.”
