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Oh, rats...they’re in my engine!  

Last month, we had a nest in one car and one car had the A/C wires           

compromised. Oh, rats! How do we coexist when you want to eat my wires or 

nest near my engine...what to do?    

Here’s some ideas: 

 Leave the hood up on your car. 

 Store food in sturdy containers. 

 Trim shrubs and vines and plant mint varieties in the area. 

 Block small entrances to the engines.  

 Strobe lights like “Mouse Blocker” or “Rid-a-Rat” disrupt the darkness preferred by rats. 

 Do not let the car sit for long periods of time.  

 Honda Motor tape is infused with pepper. The tape is used to wrap the wire harness.

As a neighbor that lives near or adjacent to natural habitat, one may 
enjoy many benefits such as; spectacular views, easy access to outdoor 
recreation, and wildlife viewing. Along with these benefits,  residents 
living in these areas should be aware that wild animals including  moun-
tain lions will visit neighborhood backyards, even if you don’t see them! 
Unprotected domestic animals are at risk of becoming prey of the local 
mountain lions, coyotes, bobcats and raccoons. Be proactive to keep 
your domestic animals safe 
  
Here are some tips: 
 
 Miniature horses and miniature donkeys should be brought into a 

fully protected enclosure at night –  This can be a protected barn or 
a pen with a solid fence, flush to the ground and with a roof that can 
withstand 160 lbs. of weight. 

 
 Goats, sheep, alpacas and llamas should also be brought into a fully 

protected barn or pen (with a strong roof) during the night.  
 
 You can make a fully enclosed pen by using a dog kennel and horse 

panels, or you can modify solid shade structures by securing                             
horse panels to already existing fencing and roof.
