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Poisoned rodents can take days to
die, making them easy prey. This

puts wildlife and domestic animals
at risk of secondary rodenticide

poisoning, affecting owls, hawks,
eagles, bobcats, coyotes, mountain

lions, foxes, herons, egrets, dogs,
cats, and even children.
