1) vs 1 He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the shadow of the
Almighty.

2) vs 2 | will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and my fortress; My God, in Him | will trust.”

3) vs 3 Surely He shall deliver you from the snare of the fowler And from the perilous pestilence.
4) vs 4 He shall cover you with His feathers, and under His wings you shall take refuge.

His truth shall be your shield and buckler.

5) vs 5 You shall not be afraid of the terror by night, Nor of the arrow that flies by day,

15) vs 15 He shall call upon Me, and | will answer him; | will be with him in trouble; | will deliver
him and honor him.

16) vs 16 With long life | will satisfy him, And show him My salvation.

17) vs 16 These six things the Lorp hates, Yes, seven are an abomination to Him:

18) vs 17 A proud look, A lying tongue, Hands that shed innocent blood,

19) vs 18 A heart that devises wicked plans, Feet that are swift in running to evil,

20) vs 19 A false witness who speaks lies, and one who sows discord among brethren.

21) vs 10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.
