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INTRODUCTION

My blog, www.chartingtheterritories.com, has developed a unique pair of statistics that | use to evaluate
wrestlers in the territorial era. Due to the unique nature of pro wrestling, statistics commonly used in other
sports (such as win-loss records) don’t really give us useful information. Likewise, metrics such as Star Ratings
can be useful in a discussion about the “art” of pro wrestling, but don’t capture how wrestlers were pushed, or
positioned, on the cards. While much attention is given to attendance figures for key stars in key territories
(Bruno, Dusty, Lawler, etc.), my idea was to create statistics that can be applied to ALL wrestlers. In baseball,
we of course know the batting average and number of home runs hit by Babe Ruth, Derek Jeter, Barry Bonds,
etc. But we can find those same statistics for the thousands of other professional baseball players over the
years, and we can look at these statistics and compare the “superstars” to the average players (who were still
elite, full-time professional athletes).

In the territorial era, the overwhelming majority of wrestling events were structured in a very straight-forward
way: the matches that took place early on in the card were of less importance, while the matches that took
place towards the end of the card were the ones that were pushed hard on television and/or other forms of
advertising, and were the ones the fans typically paid money to see. While there are exceptions (notably in the
WWWF where the advertised main event went on early in the evening so that they could announce next
month’s main event during the second half of the show), even in those cases the promotional materials that
built up the event listed the matches in the proper “order of importance”.

A couple of years ago | came up with a way to put a numerical value on someone’s spot on the card. If we
accept that the promoters and bookers wanted to put their top stars and biggest drawing cards in the main
events, then coming up with a formula to rate this positioning could be useful. At any given point in time,
territories had a roster of full-time wrestlers. Some of them were main eventers, some of them were generally
placed a little lower on the cards and some were typically placed in the preliminary matches. Keep in mind
that even the preliminary wrestlers were booked most every night of the week in one town or another; they
may have not been paid as much as the top drawing cards, but they were full-time professional wrestlers.

After a bit of trial and error, | came up with what | call Statistical Position Over Time (or SPOT for short). A
SPOT Rating is a number between .00 and 1.00; the higher the SPOT, the higher on the cards a wrestler was
positioned. Taking the cards as they were advertised, we can look at all of the bookings a wrestler had in his
(or her) time in a particular territory and come up with a numeric value of his position on the cards. After
much experimentation, | came up with the following guidelines, which hold up reasonably well even when
looking at different territories and different time periods:

e A wrestler with a SPOT Rating below .40 is a Preliminary wrestler

e A wrestler with a SPOT Rating between .40 and .60 is a Mid-Carder

e A wrestler with a SPOT Rating between .60 and .80 is an Upper Mid-Carder

e A wrestler with a SPOT Rating above .80 is a Main Eventer

Anything above a Preliminary wrestler is generally what | refer to as a “pushed entity”. It’s someone that wins
matches on television. Even if they’re not a main eventer, they are often in the mix for secondary titles or tag
team titles and can be in main events on occasion.
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Most wrestlers lived a nomadic life, spending anywhere from a few months to a year or so in one territory,
then moving on to another one (though some wrestlers stayed in one area for a much longer period of time).
Some of the territories were large in size and/or population, while some were smaller in scope. As wrestlers
moved from territory to territory, they may have been placed in different roles in different territories. A
wrestler who was a “big fish” in a small territory may find themselves stuck in the middle of the packin a
larger territory, which typically featured a larger number of experienced wrestlers with a track record of
drawing fans to the arenas. In addition, as wrestlers gained experience, they could find themselves moving up
slowly over time. They may compete in one territory as a preliminary wrestler, then after a couple of years
outside of the area learning the ropes and improving, they could come back and be moved a little higher up on
the cards.

In addition to calculating the SPOT Rating for a wrestler during a continuous stint in one territory, we can also
look at how it changes during their time in the territory. If a new wrestler is brought in to a territory with the
plan of being “pushed” up the cards, they may start out on the bottom, building up credibility with a series of
victories over opponents, perhaps defeating preliminary wrestlers at first, then facing some mid-carders
before finally being “established” as a star capable of drawing fans when placed in main events. For each
continuous stint, | look at “weekly” SPOT Ratings for wrestlers. In actuality, this weekly SPOT is based on a
rolling, weighted five-week period (which gives a large enough sample size for the output to be relatively
smooth). So, for a given week, a “weekly” SPOT Rating is calculated using all of the wrestler’s bookings for that
week, the two weeks prior and the two weeks following. The weeks are weighted in a way to give more weight
to the “center” week and less weight to the two outer weeks. This allows us to see movement over time and
see how wrestlers are moved up and down the cards while in a territory.

The second statistic | have developed is called Frequent Encounters Using Data (or FEUD for short). A FEUD
Score is a measure of both the frequency and the breadth of how often a particular match takes place. The
idea is to measure the various “feuds” a wrestler had during his stay in the territory. Similar to the weekly
SPOT Rating, this is calculated as a weekly score using a rolling, weighted five-week time period. A FEUD Score
is presented as an integer; the highest possible score varies depending on the number of house shows the
territory ran each week and how wrestlers were distributed on those cards. In addition, in most cases we have
incomplete house show records for the territories; it varies based on time and place, but generally speaking
records are anywhere from 50-70% complete. Thus, while the FEUD Scores are very good for comparison in a
given territory at a given time, they may not be applicable when comparing, for example, Central States in
1971 to Florida in 1983.

The scaling of the FEUD Scores can generally be looked at in this way:

e A FEUD Score between 15 and 24 means the match happened at least a few times in a short period of
time, but likely was not a “feud” built up via angles or interviews or previous matches

e A FEUD Score between 25 and 39 is generally indicative of a “feud”; i.e. a series of matches between
two wrestlers (or two teams of wrestlers) that is happening in multiple cities over a short period of
time

e A FEUD Score above 40 generally signifies a “major feud”; the match is happening around the horn,
and in many cases it’s a series of matches in some or all of those towns with escalating stipulations as
the feud progresses



The following pages will look at Buddy Landel’s stint in various territories from October 1980 through July
1986. His first territory was actually All-Star Wrestling based out of Knoxville, where he had his first match in
the fall of 1979. While detailed records for this territory aren’t available, it should be noted that Buddy was
likely splitting his time between wrestling, refereeing and just plain observing, so he may not have been
wrestling on enough cards for the data to be useful even if we had it. His first territory of note was when he
started for Angelo Poffo’s ICW promotion in 1980.

For each continuous run in a territory, we look at his cumulative SPOT Rating for that run. In addition, there is
a chart which shows Buddy’s weekly SPOT Ratings and FEUD Scores (if applicable) for his time there. The SPOT
Ratings are color-coded as follows: when he is working as a babyface his SPOT Rating is shaded in blue, when
he is working as a heel his SPOT Rating is shaded in orange. The shading is darker for higher SPOT Ratings and
lighter for lower ones. The FEUD Scores are shaded in green, with the shading being darker for higher FEUD
Scores and lighter for lower ones. The charts should be read from left to right, his first week in the territory is
the leftmost column while his last week in the territory is in the rightmost column. | also have some analysis
and/or further details about his time there, plus | note how many house shows | have records of and an
estimate of how complete the data is.

For each territory, | also list all of Buddy’s known advertised matches. For the sake of simplicity, | did not
include special stipulations for matches (i.e. if they are title matches, steel cage matches, etc). The idea is to
give a broad view of Buddy’s opponents on a nightly basis. | also don’t list results of the matches; keep in mind
that “winning” a professional wrestling match is not the same as winning a genuine athletic contest; there are
a number of variables that come into play when a booker/promoter decides the particulars of their events. In
addition, we don’t have results for a large percentage of these shows, and even when we do, the key isn’t
necessarily that “Wrestler A” defeated “Wrestler B”; it’s how it happened and why it happened. If you really
think about it, SPOT Rating measures the same thing that win/loss records in actual sporting events measure:
who the top athletes/stars/teams are in a given place at a given time (though in pro wrestling, it would be
more accurate to state that it measures who the promoters/bookers want fans to believe are the top stars).

The bulk of the house show data used comes from my own personal research, with some assistance
(particularly for Memphis and Mid-Atlantic) from http://www.wrestlingdata.com and the books of Mark James
(http://www.memphiswrestlinghistory.com). Other significant sources are noted in each section.

WHAT’S IN A NAME: While the spelling of Buddy’s last name is generally accepted as having only one ‘I, there
are many times when he’s billed as “Buddy Landell”. For the sake of simplicity, all references to him here are
listed under the more accepted spelling of “Landel”.

Buddy’s overall SPOT Rating here was a .49

NOTES: The house show lineups for this territory came from the website ICW Poffo Universe
(https://icwpoffouniverse.webs.com).

In a 14-week period, Buddy is advertised on 32 cards. The Poffo Universe site looks to be very thorough, and
there are numerous nights where Buddy is not booked (though he may be working as a referee or otherwise is
on hand).

Poffo’s territory ran regularly, often running two shows a night with separate crews. They generally had four
matches per card and Buddy was almost always smack-dab in the middle of the card, wrestling second. The
first match usually featured non-regulars and/or local wrestlers. While he wasn’t “feuding” with anybody, his
most frequent opponent was The Miser. Who was The Miser? None other than Angelo Poffo himself! For a
young rookie just learning the ropes, having the opportunity to wrestle a thirty-year vet numerous times over
a few months is a great way to learn the ropes.

NOTES: | have 59 bookings for Buddy here over 19 weeks. During the week, there were two shows in smaller
towns on some nights and one show in bigger cities other nights. Sundays generally saw cards in the
afternoons and evenings. In the bigger cities, not all of the preliminary wrestlers would be booked to wrestle.
They were likely still at the arenas to observe and learn, and to serve as a substitute if one of the advertised
wrestlers missed the show. Taking all that into account, I'd guess the data here is about 60-65% complete.

Mid-South was a larger territory than ICW, and Buddy found himself positioned lower on the cards here. As a
preliminary wrestler, he’s not feuding with anybody, but he does find himself against opponents Luke Graham,
Vinnie Romeo, Bob Orton Jr (who he had worked with already both in All-Star and ICW) and Tug Taylor more
frequently than others. This was the first of several stints Buddy had for Bill Watts. Numerous interviews from
both men show a significant level of mutual respect and admiration. It seems Bill would always tell Buddy
when it was time for him to move on, but he was also sure to let him know that he would be welcomed back
in the future.

NOTES: | have 47 bookings for Buddy during his 19 weeks here. I'd estimate the data here is 45-55% complete.

Mid-Atlantic was running multiple shows with split crews most days. While Mid-South often featured six or
more matches on many cards, Mid-Atlantic more often than not ran five matches per show (with exceptions,
particularly the larger non-weekly cities). Buddy is often in the second match on these cards, sometimes the
first. Again, he’s not feuding with anybody, but is in the ring with different opponents on a regular basis. The
preliminary wrestlers in most territories were a mix of young up-and-comers or established veterans who
were solid hands. This variety of opponents is a great way for wrestlers to continue learning and honing their
craft night after night.

In the Jarrett era, much of the focus was on the
four weekly towns of Memphis, Louisville, Evansville and Nashville. There were other towns that were run
weekly at various times, plus there were almost certainly a good number of shows in smaller towns featuring a
small crew. I’d say this is about 55-65% complete.

Buddy’s first stint in Memphis was rather uneventful. While his SPOT Rating is a little bit higher than most of
his other runs to date, he’s still used mostly as a preliminary wrestler. While his SPOT Rating does cross over
the .40 threshold for a couple of weeks towards the end of his run here, nothing in the data indicates this was
an effort to push him and is likely just variance due to sample size.

When we consider the fact that Mid-South took
some time off over the holidays (as many territories did), we’re looking at 60-65% complete data here,
perhaps a tad less.

The third time in Mid-South was not the charm for Buddy. Do keep in mind that he had just turned 21 in
August, and all reports are that the money in Mid-South at this time was good up and down the cards. He’s
still just a couple of years in, and it often took several years for wrestlers to gain enough experience to be
given a shot higher up the cards. It should be noted that Buddy’s SPOT decreases significantly in the second
half of this run. There are a lot of stories of wrestlers who get on the wrong side of the promoter and/or
booker being “punished” by being moved down the cards, by having their bookings cut back, and/or by being
booked into less favorable towns. Since payoffs for everybody were generally based on the house and where
on the card your match was, any of these tactics can affect a wrestler’s pay significantly. While there’s nothing
but circumstantial evidence, it wouldn’t surprise me to learn that this was one of those scenarios.

This is Buddy’s first run as a heel anywhere. It’s also his first run as anything other than a preliminary wrestler
or mid-carder. It’s also his first title reign. And his second. And his third. Buddy won the WWC North American
title in early March from Pierre Martel. A few weeks later he and Terry Gibbs won the vacant WWC North
American Tag Team titles by defeating El Gran Apollo & King Tonga (aka Haku/Meng). A little later Landel &
Gibbs are also recognized as the WWC Caribbean Tag Team champions.

With such a small and incomplete data set, there are no FEUD Scores of 15 or higher to show. In addition to

teaming with Gibbs, he also teams a few times with Ox Baker and with Abdullah the Butcher. Besides Martel,
Apollo and Tonga, regular opponents include Carlos Colon, Invader | and Johnny Rivera.

As with his previous Memphis stint, I'd guess this
to be about 55-65% complete.

Fresh off his run in Puerto Rico that saw him get a taste of the upper portions of the cards, Buddy returns to
Memphis, this time as a heel. He spends most of his run here as a Mid-Carder and an Upper Mid-Carder. Don’t
forget, a Mid-Carder is still a “pushed entity”. Buddy has two runs here with the Mid-America title, the
territory’s secondary singles title. He also has his first true “feud” in the continental U.S., a short program with
Koko Ware. Then, he’s part of a six-man feud teaming with Dennis Condrey & Norvell Austin to face Ricky
Morton, Robert Gibson & Ricky Gibson. His SPOT Rating peaks at a .74 in the second half of October, so there
is definite upward momentum in his career arc.

NOTES: I've got 212 bookings for Buddy here during his lengthy run of 57 weeks. | mentioned earlier that
preliminary wrestlers often aren’t booked every night; there is a definite increase in the number of shows
Buddy is booked on this time around. The overall data looks to be in line with the other Mid-South runs, with
it being about 60-65% complete.

Because he was here for so long, the charts are broken up into groups of two. The first chart has his SPOT
Ratings for the first 29 weeks, the second chart has his SPOT Ratings for the next 28 weeks, then we go to the
FEUD Scores, again broken up into two separate charts.

Buddy spends his first few weeks here in the prelims. However, unlike his previous stints here, he is probably
winning all or most of those bouts to move him up the cards. He settles into a solid role as a mid-card heel,
and his first feud is against Lanny Poffo. They did have more than one match in several towns, so it definitely
was a “feud”. He also teams up with Butch Reed to face Ricky Morton & Robert Gibson a few times. He then
has a few matches with Mark Ragin which peak with a FEUD Score of 25 before entering into a feud with
Sonny King. The second half of this stint sees him feuding with King, George Wells and Brickhouse Brown. In
December he wins the Mid-South Television title from Bill Dundee and his SPOT Rating moves up into Upper
Mid-Carder territory. In addition to holding the TV title, he is wrestling North American champ Brad Armstrong
often on house shows. He drops the TV title to Terry Taylor at the beginning of 1985 and finishes up his run
here in a much stronger position than he’d been in before.

NOTES: Like his last stint in Mid-South, this is another lengthy one. Buddy is here for 41 weeks, and I've got
179 bookings for him in that time. The data looks to be about 65-70% complete.

Buddy again spends a few weeks in the prelims being built up and by April he finds himself in the Upper Mid-
Cards feuding with Magnum T.A. After that feud ends, he drops back into the Mid-Cards before moving back
up again as he begins feuding with Ron Bass. In addition, he has several matches with Dusty Rhodes in July.

While not listed above, he also has a few matches against Ric Flair during this time (they didn’t happen often
enough to have a FEUD Score of 15 or above). The Flair vs Landel match in Raleigh drew a sellout crowd, with
many fans turned away. It has been said that these matches with Flair were a “test run” of sorts for something
further down the road after Starrcade at the end of the year.
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The feud with Bass hits “major feud” status, peaking with a FEUD Score of 43 in early August. Buddy then
begins a feud with a familiar face, Terry Taylor. Throughout the fall Buddy’s SPOT Rating straddles the border
between Mid-Cards and Upper Mid-Cards. As we get into November, he is facing Taylor regularly and teaming
with Tully Blanchard to face the Rock & Roll Express. Landel won the National Heavyweight title from Taylor at
Starrcade. The promotion was now ready to pull the trigger on a major Flair vs Landel feud, with Landel
reportedly slated to win the World Heavyweight title from Flair. Unfortunately, Landel no showed a television
taping that was going to feature a big angle to get the feud going and he was fired, with Dusty Rhodes
“winning” the National title in a phantom title change in mid-December.

If pro wrestling is the land of second chances, Memphis is probably the land of third, fourth and fifth chances.
Coming off being fired from Mid-Atlantic, Buddy returns to Memphis for the third time in his career and is
quickly moved up the cards. He teams up with Dutch Mantell and they feud with Dirty Rhodes (Roger Smith)
and Rick Casey (Wendell Cooley). Dutch turns babyface and Landel and Dirty Rhodes have a singles feud that
peaks with a FEUD Score of 41. By this point, Buddy is established as a Main Eventer. He forms a team with Bill
Dundee, and they begin to feud with Mantell & Jerry Lawler. This feud lasts several weeks and sees Buddy’s
SPOT Rating go above a .90 for the first time in his career. After that feud, Landel & Dundee have matches
against Jos LeDuc and a partner (either Lawler or Jeff Jarrett) and Landel also has singles matches against
LeDuc. Landel and Dundee split up, with Buddy turning babyface, and they begin a feud. As that heats up, so
does Buddy’s SPOT Rating, going back above a .90 as a babyface and peaking at a .99 in June. The feud with
Dundee peaks with a FEUD Score of 61. After the feud finishes up, it’s time to move on for Buddy. He and
Austin Idol have some matches against Fire & Flame, who | believe were Roger Smith (in yet another one of his
many gimmicks) & Don Bass.

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SUMMARY

After leaving Memphis in July 1986, Buddy surprisingly goes back to Mid-Atlantic just eight months removed

from his major no-show and subsequent firing. He is positioned much lower on the cards, generally working in

the mid-cards. He only stays a few months and then goes to the UWF (the former Mid-South territory, now
renamed and expanding nationwide) for a very brief run there.

| hope this look at Buddy Landel’s rise from a rookie to a Main Eventer has been informative. It shows how

both the SPOT Rating and the FEUD Score can be used to quickly evaluate a wrestlers’ time in a territory, and
also looks at how SPOT Ratings can change over time not only within one territory, but over a longer period of

time across multiple territories.
