Minutes of a Council Reorganization Meeting of the Borough of Ocean Gate held on the above date at the Municipal Building, 801 Ocean Gate Avenue, Ocean Gate, N.J.

Mayor Kennedy called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and announced that in compliance with the “OPEN PUBLIC MEETING LAW” P.L. 1975 C231 notice of this meeting had been advertised in the Asbury Park Press issue of November 24, 2020 posted in the Municipal Office Building, Adrian Hall and the Ocean Gate Post Office.  

Following a salute to the flag and a moment of silence roll call was taken with the following members present: Mayor Kennedy, Council President Kendrick, Councilwoman Nicastro, Councilman Haug, Councilwoman Padham-Iaria, Councilman Livingston, Councilwoman Sheppard. 
	ORDINANCE NO. 645-21  AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE REGISTRATION AND LICENSING OF ALL SHORT TERM RENTAL PROPERTIES WITHIN THE BOROUGH OF OCEAN GATE, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY; REQUIRING CERTAIN INSPECTIONS ON A PERIODIC BASIS TO QUALIFY FOR SUCH LICENSE; ESTABLISHING FEES; AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF 
A motion was made by Councilman Livingston to open the public hearing for ord. 645-21.  Second to the motion made by Councilwoman Padham-Iaria.  All in Favor.  Motion Approved.
Mrs. Murphy is very upset about the proposed ordinance.  She has rented her house for over 30 years and doesn’t understand the purpose of raising the rates so high.  She is disappointed in the way the governing body went about introducing this ordinance and, in her opinion, “the rates are outrageous”.  

Mrs. Yurkanin 216 W. Barnegat Ave.- “You should all be ashamed of yourselves for introducing this ordinance”.  She has also rented her house for many years and in some cases to the families of the very people currently on council.  She is not happy and will try to do anything to stop this ordinance.  

Mr. Fry 444 Longport Ave. – He doesn’t understand the purpose of this ordinance.  He doesn’t think it was done properly or legally because it was not on the website prior to the where it was introduced.  

Mrs. O’Niell 124 E. Bayview – She doesn’t oppose this ordinance but wonders how it will affect her property should she decide to rent it in the future as it is zoned as a boarding house.  She doesn’t use it in that way, but knows that it is zoned that way.  
A motion was made by Councilwoman Padham-Iaria to close the public hearing for ord. 645-21.  Second to the motion made by Councilwoman Nicastro.  All in Favor.  Motion Approved.
Mayor Kennedy explained the many reasons the ordinance has been proposed but believes the fees may need to be adjusted, therefore he proposes the governing body table it at this time.  They can work on it and bring it back to be adopted at the next meeting on July 28th.
