COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

July 28, 2021
Minutes of a Council Reorganization Meeting of the Borough of Ocean Gate held on the above date at the Municipal Building, 801 Ocean Gate Avenue, Ocean Gate, N.J.

Mayor Kennedy called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and announced that in compliance with the “OPEN PUBLIC MEETING LAW” P.L. 1975 C231 notice of this meeting had been advertised in the Asbury Park Press issue of November 24, 2020 posted in the Municipal Office Building, Adrian Hall and the Ocean Gate Post Office.  

Following a salute to the flag and a moment of silence roll call was taken with the following members present: Mayor Kennedy, Council President Kendrick, Councilwoman Nicastro, Councilman Haug, Councilwoman Padham-Iaria, Councilman Livingston, Councilwoman Sheppard.
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR (AGENDA OR NON AGENDA ITEMS):
Mr. Cox 600 Monmouth Ave.- He asked if the personnel evaluations were up to date.
Mayor Kennedy confirmed that everything is up to date.  Seeing no one else wishing to be heard he moved on to the report of the Municipal Attorney.

Ms. Foy from Mr. Gluck’s office updated the governing body on several items she’s working on; the Short-Term Rental ordinance, they are amending fees and length of stay for said ordinance.  She also forwarded a draft of the 3% tourism tax ordinance, if the governing body agrees with this ordinance, it will be on the next agenda.  The firm continues to work on one workers compensation case.  The bid packet for garbage removal will be completed soon.

Correspondence:

A request for the use of Adrian Hall on September 19th to celebrate a one-year old’s birthday was received.  The date is available and application has been filed.  

A motion was made by Council President Kendrick to approve use of the hall.  Second to the motion made by Councilman Livingston.  All in Favor.  Motion Approved.

 A request for use of the Splash Park on July 5th by the Central Regional Summer School Program was received.  They will use if from 10:00am to 11:00am, an hour before they are scheduled to open.  
A motion was made by Council President Kendrick to approve use of the Splash Park.  Second to the motion made by Councilman Livingston.  All in Favor.  Motion Approved.
Report of Mayor Kennedy- The Historical Society recently used Adrian Hall, “They left the Air Conditioner on”.  We continue to have issues with the recycling center, the camera’s have captured license plate numbers of those who violate the posted rules, “Let people know we are giving out summons”.  Mayor Kennedy commented, when a borough organization is having a function, they should contact the governing body for approval, especially when the borough insures the property where the function is to be held.  “I was not aware the First Aid event was happening or that they submitted an application for a liquor license with no approval from the borough”.  “They took it upon themselves to call our insurance company and told them they were having an event; the insurance company was not happy about it”.  He explained that the governing body had the authority to cancel the entire event, but choose not to, “People decide to do whatever they want, that can’t happen, whatever goes on has to be approved by the governing body”.  Tomorrow the Oyster tank at the end of Wildwood Ave. will be emptied, they will take the bags of shells to Good Luck Point at 11:00am.  “The Yacht Club kids will be involved, it’s at 11:00 am if anyone is interested in attending”.   The contractor working on the Bike Path DOT project is scheduled to begin work next week.  The mayor has applied for several grants for heating and air conditioning.  Both are needed for the water treatment plant and the public works garage.  
REPORTS OF COUNCIL

Council President Kendrick – Nothing to Report

Councilwoman Nicastro – She doesn’t have a report but wanted to make everyone aware that she was able to hire a singer (last minute) to perform at the Wildwood Ave. Beach.  

Adding to Councilwoman Nicastro’s report Mayor Kennedy said, “I realize we didn’t budget anything for the evening of Ocean Gate Day, but I was able to secure a sponsor, so we should have music that night”.   

Councilman Haug – He commented that next year we should advertise the (Re-Clam the Bay Project), “It’s a really good thing, but some people new to the area don’t know much about it”.  He asked the mayor if everything was set for the Farewell to Summer Concert?  Mayor Kennedy said the street closure permit hasn’t been approved, “I spoke to them and they said they had no application on file”.  Councilman Haug was under the impression they had received everything they needed.  Mayor Kennedy explained that he would need to contact the borough engineer and have them create a traffic safety plan, that will then need to be submitted to the OC Engineer for approval before the permit is issued, “It’s a process, but you have time”.  Councilman Haug, “We have bands lined up, now just working on getting vendors”.  Mayor Kennedy, “Are we paying the bands”.  Councilman Haug, “We are not”.  Mayor Kennedy, “So we are getting it at no cost”.  Councilman Haug, “Just the stage, most everything else is donations and sponsored by people”.  

Councilwoman Padham-Iaria – She agrees that more information should be made available regarding the oyster tank in Ocean Gate and our involvement with Re-Clam the Bay.  She has worked closely with Sara from Mr. Gluck’s office on the short-term ordinance and several others.

Councilman Livingston – Nothing to Report

Councilwoman Sheppard – She is happy to see so many people in the audience again.  “We have a unique little town; I hope everyone appreciates it”.  She recently had a medical emergency and was impressed by everyone who come to her home, “It was a (false alarm) due to a faulty blood pressure machine”, but she was amazed to see how efficient and quick everyone responded.    Mayor Kennedy further explained that the (False Alarm) was partially his fault, “My wife was on the phone with Millie, she said her blood pressure was very low.  My wife called me while I was on my way to the dentist, she was very concerned because Millie’s blood pressure was extremely low”.  “I called Patrolman Welsh, who did a great job as did our Fire Department, thankfully Millie (Councilwoman Sheppard) was fine, but the blood pressure machine was not.  I may have over reacted, but everyone did great and it was funny after the fact”.

ORDINANCE NO. 646-21 AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF OCEAN GATE, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO PROHIBIT THE OPERATION OF ANY CLASS OF CANNABIS BUSINESSES WITHIN THE GEOGRAPHICAL BOUNDARIES OF OCEAN GATE AND AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING ALL ZONING, LAND USE AND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH TO PROHIBIT ALL CLASSES OF CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS OR CANNABIS DISTRIBUTION OR CANNABIS DELIVERY SERVICES AS THOSE TERMS ARE DEFINED IN THE “NEW JERSEY CANNABIS REGULATOR, ENFORCEMENT ASSISTANCE, AND MARKETPLACE MORDERNIZATION ACT” P.L. 2021,c.16

WHEREAS, in 2020 New Jersey voters approved Public Question No. 1, which amended the New Jersey Constitution to allow for the legalization of a controlled form of marijuana called “cannabis” for adults at least 21 years of age; and
WHEREAS, on February 22, 2021, Governor Philip Murphy signed into law P.L. 2021, c. 16, known as the “New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance, and Marketplace Modernization Act” (the “Act”), which legalizes the recreational use of marijuana by adults 21 years of age or older, and establishes a comprehensive regulatory and licensing scheme for commercial recreational (adult use) cannabis operations, use and possession; and
WHEREAS, the Act establishes six (6) marketplace classes of licensed businesses, including:

· Class 1 Cannabis Cultivator license, for facilities involved in growing and cultivating cannabis;

· Class 2 Cannabis Manufacturer license, for facilities involved in the manufacturing, preparation, and packaging of cannabis items;

· Class 3 Cannabis Wholesaler license, for facilities involved in obtaining and selling cannabis items for later resale by other licensees; 

· Class 4 Cannabis Distributor license, for businesses involved in transporting cannabis plants in bulk from one licensed cultivator to another licensed cultivator, or cannabis items in bulk from any type of licensed cannabis business to another; 

· Class 5 Cannabis Retailer license for locations at which cannabis items and related supplies are sold to consumers; and

· Class 6 Cannabis Delivery license, for businesses providing courier services for consumer purchases that are fulfilled by a licensed cannabis retailer in order to make deliveries of the purchased items to a consumer, and which service would include the ability of a consumer to make a purchase directly through the cannabis delivery services which would be presented by the delivery service for fulfillment by a retailer and then delivered to a consumer.

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 24:6I-33 of the Act defines a “cannabis establishment” as “a cannabis cultivator, a cannabis manufacturer, a cannabis wholesaler, or a cannabis retailer”; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 24:6I-45a of the Act authorizes municipalities by ordinance to adopt regulations governing the number of cannabis establishments, cannabis distributors and cannabis delivery services, except for the delivery of cannabis items and related supplies by a cannabis delivery service based and initiated from outside of the municipality as well as the location, manner and times of operation of such establishments and delivery services, and establishing civil penalties for the violation of such regulations; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 24:6I-45b of the Act authorizes municipalities by ordinance to prohibit the operation of any one or more classes of cannabis establishment, distributors or delivery services anywhere in the municipality, except for the delivery of cannabis items and related supplies by a delivery service based and initiated from outside of the municipality; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 24:6I-45b of the Act also stipulates, however, that any municipal regulation or prohibition must be adopted within 180 days of the effective date of the Act (i.e., by August 22, 2021); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 24:6I-45b of the Act, the failure to do so shall mean that for a period of five (5) years thereafter, the growing, cultivating, manufacturing, selling and reselling of cannabis and cannabis items shall be permitted uses in all industrial zones, and the retail selling of cannabis items to consumers shall be a conditional use in all commercial and retail zones within the municipality; and

WHEREAS, at the conclusion of the initial and any subsequent five (5) year period following a failure to enact local regulations or prohibitions, the municipality shall again have 180 days to adopt an ordinance regulating or prohibiting cannabis businesses, but any such ordinance would be prospective only and would not apply to any cannabis business already operating with appropriate approvals within the municipality; and    

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Borough of Ocean Gate, in the County of Ocean and State of New Jersey (the “Borough”) has determined that, due to the present uncertainties regarding the potential detrimental impacts that allowing one or more classes of cannabis business might have on New Jersey municipalities in general, and in the Borough of Ocean Gate in particular, it is at this time necessary and appropriate, and in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare of Ocean Gate residents and members of the public who visit, travel or conduct business in Ocean Gate, to amend the Borough regulations to prohibit all manner of cannabis/marijuana businesses and related land use and development within the geographic boundaries of the Borough of Ocean Gate; and 

WHEREAS, officials from two prominent non-profit organizations established for the purpose of advising New Jersey municipalities on legal matters (New Jersey League of Municipalities and New Jersey Institute of Local Government Attorneys) have strongly urged that, due to the complexity and novelty of the Act; the many areas of municipal law that are or may be implicated in decisions as to whether or to what extent cannabis or medical cannabis should be permitted for land use purposes or otherwise regulated in any particular municipality; and the relatively short duration in which the Act would allow such decisions to be made before imposing an automatic authorization of such uses in specified zoning districts subject to unspecified conditions, the most prudent course of action for all municipalities, whether or not generally in favor of cannabis or medical cannabis land development and uses, would be to prohibit all such uses within the Act’s 180-day period in order to ensure sufficient time to carefully review all aspects of the Act and its impacts.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Governing Body of the Borough of Ocean Gate, in the County of Ocean and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION I.

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 24:6I-45b of the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance, and Marketplace Modernization Act, all cannabis establishments, cannabis distributors or cannabis delivery services are hereby prohibited uses within the Borough of Ocean Gate and prohibited from operating anywhere within the Borough of Ocean Gate.  Licensed cannabis delivery services situated outside the geographic boundaries of the Borough may deliver cannabis items and related supplies within the Borough as permitted by the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance, and Marketplace Modernization Act, N.J.S.A. 24:6I-31, et. seq.

SECTION II.

The Zoning, Land Use and Development Ordinances of the Borough of Ocean Gate collectively are hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

All classes of cannabis establishments, cannabis distributors or cannabis delivery services as said terms are defined in N.J.S.A. 24:6I-33.  Licensed cannabis delivery services situated outside the geographic boundaries of the Borough may deliver cannabis items and related supplies within the Borough as permitted by the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance, and Marketplace Modernization Act, N.J.S.A. 24:6I-31, et. seq.

SECTION III.

The Police Department, Code Enforcement and the Zoning Officer, as applicable, are charged with enforcing this section.

Any person or entity violating this Ordinance shall be subject to the maximum fines and penalties established under N.J.S.A 40:49-5 and any subsequent amendments to the statute.

SECTION IV.

All ordinances or parts thereof, which are inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance, are hereby repealed to the extent of their inconsistencies. 

SECTION V.

In the event any section, part or provision of this Ordinance shall be held unconstitutional or invalid by any Court, such holding shall not affect the validity of this Ordinance or any remaining part of this Ordinance other than the part held unconstitutional or invalid.

SECTION VI.

This Ordinance shall be subject to review and recommendation by the Borough Planning Board in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:55D-26 and N.J.S.A. 40:55D-64. 

SECTION VII.

The Ocean County Planning Board shall be provided notice of this proposed ordinance in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:27-6.10.

SECTION VIII.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its final passage and publication as required by law and filing with the Ocean County Planning Board.
