These surveys identify home features that might make your residence
susceptible to fire or injuries due to falls and will also advise on ways to eliminate
or reduce hazards. Every home visit includes a written home safety survey with
smoke detectors (if needed), a carbon monoxide detector, kitchen fire
extinguisher, and other goodies.
