Winemaking methods for Rosé
Maceration Method:
red wine grapes are let to rest, or macerate, in the juice for a period of time (2—20 hours).

Saignée or “Bled” Method:
some of the juice is bled off when making red wine and put into a new vat to make rosé.

Blending Method:
a little bit of red wine is added to a vat of white wine to make rosé. Uncommon except in sparkling wines.

LEFT BANK

* The Left Bank is like the old guard
of the region, where the most
exclusive Chateaux are found. Their
Cabernet-dominant wines tend to
be tannic, masculine, and capable
of aging for many decades. They
also fetch top dollar prices.

Cabernet Sauvignon is the
dominant grape. It’s blended with
smaller amounts of Cab Franc,
Merlot, Petit Verdot and Malbec.
