Award Rules and Regulations:

1) Must be a NESOT member in good standings for one year.
2) First time taking and passing NBCOT exam.

3) Must be residing or working in NESOT states (ME, NH, VT, MA, CT, RI).
a. Students must have attended and graduated from a National Association of Orthopaedic Technologists (NAOT) recognized New England Orthopaedic Technologists Program.
4) Application must be filed within three months of notification of passing             NBCOT exam.

5) A copy of the NBCOT exam grades must be attached to this application.

6) A Letter of Employer Recommendation must be attached to the application.
a. Students need Letter of Recommendation from Program Director.
b. Students applying for the Sid Rubinstein Award must submit a copy of their Certificate of Completion.
7) Award selection will be decided by the Executive Board and will be presented at the next fall meeting. Applicants must be in attendance at the meeting to receive the award. The employer/ school will be notified of the award presentation. In the event of multiple applicants in both categories, one award in each category will be granted to the highest passing NBCOT exam grade. NBCOT exam application will determine whether he/she is either a student or member.
