covering all 3 districts. Including the
sectors of Esquipulas, Bijagual, and
San Antonio de Damas.

Appointed as
Honorary Advisors in Tourist
Management by the Municipality.

RAIN AND FLOOD
CRISIS
We coordinate and lead deliveries of
hygiene kits, food, and cleaning
supplies to homes and families
affected in the hardest-hit areas,
Paquita, Finca Kristina, and Cerros.
