Description 
Colorado Pro 700 Sandable Primer/Sealer 0710 is a 
professional quality primer and sealer that offers 
outstanding coverage and is easy to apply. It 
provides a smooth, tight surface which may be 
sanded for maximum gloss development and 
uniformity in the top-coat.  It is recommended for 
previously painted surfaces and new construction, 
including gypsum board, drywall, woodwork, and 
cement block.  This high-quality product is an 
excellent choice for professionals and do-it-your-
selfers who want a high-hiding, easy-to-use primer.  
 
Application and Substrate Information 
Mix or stir thoroughly before using.  Paint should 
be applied using appropriate brush, roller, or 
through airless spray equipment (2,000 psi, 0.015” 
– 0.021” tip).  A second coat may be applied at a 
minimum of 3-4 hours after applying the first coat 
as drying conditions allow. 
 
Recommended for properly prepared gypsum 
board, drywall, woodwork, and most previously 
painted interior surfaces.  See General Surface 
Preparation for further details. 
 
For best results, temperatures (air, surface and 
material temperatures) should be between 50oF  –

Thinning 
Thinning is not required, though a small amount of 
water can be added if desired.  Thinned paint is 
more prone to in-can settling and biological 
contamination if not used immediately and/or 
stored over long periods of time. 
 
Dry Time 
Will dry to touch in one hour or less; may be 
recoated after four hours.  Typically sandable after 
4-8 hours, depending on drying conditions. Dry 
time may be affected by poor ventilation, low 
temperatures, amount of colorant and/or high 
humidity areas.   
 
Clean-up 
Clean all tools and equipment with warm, soapy 
water. 
 
Environmental/Health Considerations 
Formulated without lead, mercury, and other 
heavy metals.  Does not contain ethylene glycol.  
No reportable amount of crystalline silica. 
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General Surface Preparation 
All foreign material, including loose or peeling paint, 
dirt, grease, oil, wax, chalk, mildew, rust, dust, curing 
agents, etc.,  must be removed prior to use.  Failing to 
do so may compromise proper adhesion and overall 
performance.  Caulk all cracks and open seams.  Putty 
all nail holes.  An appropriate primer should be used 
when coating bare or porous substrates.  A stain 
blocking primer is recommended over areas where 
stains would ‘bleed through’ to the surface.  Glossy 
surfaces should be dulled prior to coating, and rough or 
patched surfaces should be sanded.   
 
Specific Substrate Recommendations 
Siding:  Not recommended for exterior application. 
 
Concrete/Masonry Block:  May be used over previously 
painted block or concrete.  Not recommended for new 
concrete. 
 
Metal:  May be used over previously painted metal 
substrates.  Not recommended for direct to metal 
application. 
 
Drywall/Gypsum Board:  Nails and screws should be 
countersunk and properly covered using putty or 
drywall mud, then sanded to be flush with the rest of 
the surface.   
 
Wood:  Unpainted wood should be sanded smooth and 
wiped.  May be sanded after fully cured.  Not 
recommended for tannin containing woods such as 
redwood or cedar.

Intended Use 
To be used in a manner consistent with latex wall paints 
and finishes.  Do not take internally.  Keep out of reach 
of children and pets.  Not recommended for floors or 
where water can puddle.  Keep from freezing.
