STEP 1: PREPARE YOUR HOME

Before your puppy arrives, take time to puppy-proof your home.

Remove or Secure:

v Electrical cords

v/ Medications

v Cleaning supplies

v Toxic plants

v/ Small objects that could be swallowed
v Open trash cans

Dachshund-Specific Tip: Install baby gates near stairs whenever possible.
Miniature Dachshunds have long backs and short legs,
making them more susceptible to spinal injuries.

STEP 2:.ESTABLISH A SIMPLE ROUTINE

Puppies thrive on consistency. A predictable schedule helps reduce stress and
accelerates training.

Sample Daily Routine

7:.00 AM — Potty

7:15 AM — Breakfast

8:00 AM — Nap

10:00 AM — Potty

12:00 PM — Lunch

3:00 PM — Potty

5:00 PM — Dinner

10:00 PM — Final Potty Break

Consistency creates confidence.
The more predictable your routine, the faster your puppy learns.




STEP & THE POTTY TRAINING FORMULA

Successful potty training comes down to three things:

1. Supervise

If your puppy isn't being supervised, accidents are likely.

2. Schedule

Take your puppy outside:

v After waking
v After eating
v After drinking
v After playing
v Before bedtime

3. Reward

Reward success immediately. Praise and treats should happen within a few
seconds of your puppy finishing outside.

Important: Never punish accidents.
Clean thoroughly and focus on improving supervision.




STEP 4. MAKE THE CRATE
A HAPPY PLACE

The crate should become your puppy's safe space.
Not a punishment. Not a timeout.
A safe place to rest and relax.

Make Crate Training Easier:

v Feed meals inside
v Toss treats inside
v/ Start with short sessions

v/ Reward calm behavior
v Keep the crate near you during the first few nights

Most puppies learn to love their crate when introduced gradually and

positively.




STEP 5:PROTECT YOUR
DACHSHUND'S BACK

One of the most important responsibilities of a Dachshund owner is protecting
their dog's spine.

Avoid:

Jumping on and off furniture
Repeated stair climbing
Excess weight gain

Instead:

v Use ramps

v Support your puppy's entire body when carrying them
v Maintain a healthy weight

v Encourage safe exercise

These simple habits can significantly reduce the risk of future back problems.
