excerpts from the Philokalia, Vol. 1

47. The demon is very envious of us when we pray,
and uses every kind of trick to thwart our purpose.
Therefore he is always using our memory to stir up
thoughts of various things and our flesh to arouse the
passions, in order to obstruct our way of ascent to

God.

48. When after many attempts the cunning demon
fails to hinder the prayer of the righteous man, he
slackens his efforts a little, and then gets his own

back when the man has finished praying. Either he
provokes the man to anger, and so destroys the good
effects of the prayer, or else he excites him to senseless
pleasure, and so degrades his intellect.
