Dormition Fast: The Typicon states, “The tradition-
al rule for the Dormition Fast is strict abstinence from 
August 1 to 14, with the usual mitigations (wine and oil) 
for Saturday and Sunday and the Feast of the Transfigura-
tion (Aug 6). It is, therefore, observed as the Great Fast. 
the Ruthenian Metropolia has identified this period as a 
penitential season (Canon 880, § 2). The observance of 
this fast is voluntary.” As stated, this is a voluntary fast, so 
whatever one may decide to add to their normal fasting 
regimen would be considered laudable.

Annual All-Night Vigil in 
Honor of the Dormition of 
the Theotokos: As we have 
for the past few years, we will 
celebrate in full liturgical fashion 
this glorious feast and Holyday of 
Obligation:
