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Hervey Bay Amateur Fishing Club
By-laws
May 2025
These By-laws are consistent with and supplement the Club’s Constitution. 
1. ‘Member’ refers to financial member.

2. The Club has three types of annual membership: Adult, Junior (under 18 years of age) and Family.  Membership fees are determined/reviewed by the Committee regularly, then communicated to members and prospective members.   

3. Life Membership may be offered to members who have rendered particularly valuable and continuous service or support to the Club over at least 7 years of continuous membership. Awarding Life Membership to be limited to one life member every two years and voting rights will be granted. Written nominations must be presented in a sealed envelope to the Committee and be approved at an AGM. The Membership is to be presented at the annual presentation event.  
4. The Committee may from time to time identify key Committee roles with particular skills/experience requirements (in addition to President, Treasurer and Secretary) in advance of Annual General Meetings to be considered by members in the context of the Committee nomination and voting process.   

5. Events organised by the Club are available to all members, noting that some events may have constraints on the number of participants.  Some costs may be borne by the Club at the discretion of the Committee.  Some costs may need to be met by participating members. 

6. A calendar of Club competitions, events and activities will be developed by the Committee and made available for members each year.  

7. Rules for Club and inter-club competitions will be reviewed regularly by the Committee and made available for members.

8. The Club will organise, and if possible, subsidise, an annual presentation night for members.  
9. The Club does not accept any responsibilities for any member’s or visitor’s equipment.
10. The Club Weighmaster, if unavailable to attend an event may appoint a Trip Weighmaster. 

11. A range of trophies, as determined by the Committee, will be awarded annually. 
12. To avoid any accusations of impropriety, married / de facto / related people may be members of the Committee but only one may be a signatory to the Club’s banking transactions. Any pertinent relationships must be clearly stated by candidates when nominating for Committee.
13. The Club may raise funds to support the Club’s advancement and Club member activities through a range of means including (but not limited to): sponsorships, gifts/donations, raffles and sausage sizzles. Importantly, the Club will ensure that as a result of receiving any funding, the Club is not subject to any undue influence.  

14. The Club may raise funds through grants: Federal, State and/or Council.
15. To enable prudent financial management over the long term and deliver long term benefits to members, the Club through its Committee, will have in place a financial management strategy including how, what and why investments and savings are made. This strategy is to be reviewed regularly by the Committee.

16. To supplement the investment strategy, the Club, through the Committee will have a funds utilisation strategy which outlines how, why and when funds will be spent in support of the Club and Members. This strategy will be reviewed regularly by the Committee.   

17. As ambassadors and representatives of the Club, members are expected to be respectful, courteous and mindful of other members as well as other people with whom they come in contact during Club events/activities. 

18. Contravention of competition rules may result in the loss of some or all points for the member, at the discretion of the Committee.  Contravention of these By-laws by a member may result in the Committee considering membership termination in keeping with the requirements of the Club’s Constitution. 
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
