Wahl.  He was a graduate of Kellogg Elementary School and a 1976 graduate of 

Newton High School.  Jerry was a rural mail carrier for over 38 years.  He was a 

gifted musician and an avid collector of coins.  He passed away on April 22, 2026, 

at Newton Village in Newton at the age of 68.

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Brother Wahl became a Master Mason on August 30, 1993, in Unit Lodge #520f at 

Baxter.  He served the lodge on two occasions as Worshipful Master and was the 

long-time secretary. 

He received his York Rite degrees and Orders in the Newton York Rite.  He was 

exalted in Gebal Chapter #12 RAM on November 11,1995: greeted in Malachi 

Council #55 R.&S.M. on November 11, 1995, and knighted in Oriental Commandery 

on November 21, 1995.  He had served as High Priest, Illustrious Master, and 

Eminent Commandery.  Sir Knight Wahl served as Grand Commander of the Grand 

Commandery Knights Templar of Iowa in 2022-2023. 

He was a member of the Des Moines Scottish Rite Consistory and Za-Ga-Zig Shrine.  

He belonged to many invitational Masonic bodies:  Iowa York Rite College #37, Last 

Supper Tabernacle XVIII Holy Royal Arch Knights Templar Priests, Polaris Council
