Scripture:  
“If I speak in human and angelic 
tongues but do not have love, I 
am a resounding gong or a 
clashing cymbal.  And if I have 
the gift of prophecy and 
comprehend all mysteries and all 
knowledge; if I have all faith so 

as to move mountains but do not 
have love, I am nothing.  If I give 
away everything I own, and if I 
hand my body over so that I may 
boast but do not have love, I 
gain nothing.  Love is patient, 
love is kind. It is not jealous, 
[love] is not pompous, it is not 
inflated, it is not rude, it does not 
seek its own interests, it is not 
quick-tempered, it does not 
brood over injury, it does not 
rejoice over wrongdoing but 
rejoices with the truth.  It bears 
all things, believes all things, 
hopes all things, endures all 
things.  Love never fails. So 
faith, hope, love remain, these 
three; but the greatest of these is 
love.”  -  1 Corinthians 
13:1-8,13

 In this way the love of God was 

revealed to us: God sent his only 
Son into the world so that we 
might have life through him.  In 
this is love: not that we have 
loved God, but that he loved us 
and sent his Son as expiation for 
our sins.  Beloved, if God so 
loved us, we also must love one 
another.  No one has ever seen 
God. Yet, if we love one another, 
God remains in us, and his love 
is brought to perfection in us.”  - 
 1 John 4:7-12

This is the 
greatest and the first 
commandment.  The second is 
like it: You shall love your 
neighbor as yourself.  The whole 
law and the prophets depend on 
these two commandments.”  -

“When they had finished 
breakfast, Jesus said to Simon 
Peter, “Simon, son of John, do 
you love me more than these?” 
 He said to him, “Yes, Lord, you 
know that I love you.” He said to 
him, “Feed my lambs.”  He then 
said to him a second time, 
“Simon, son of John, do you 
love me?” He said to him, “Yes, 
Lord, you know that I love you.” 
He said to him, “Tend my 
sheep.”  He said to him the third 
time, “Simon, son of John, do 
you love me?” Peter was 
distressed that he had said to him 
a third time, “Do you love me?” 
and he said to him, “Lord, you 
know everything; you know that 
I love you.” [Jesus] said to him, 
“Feed my sheep.””  -  John 
21:15-17
