Lastly, we have local news from the DNR. The Rothschild Dam—timber crib Spillway Reconstruction Project will
occur soon. Domtar is proposing to remove and replace the timber section of the hydroelectric facility Jue to
its deferiorating condition. The new structure will include a non—overflow section, two hinged crest gates
supported on a reinforced concrete spillway, a reinforced concrete labyrinth spillway, rein%rced stilling basins
downstream of the spillways and associated reinforced concrete retaining walls and training walls.
Additionally, the design incorporates a vehicle bridge over the spillway for access and maintenance.

This project also involves the installation of temporary upstream and downstream cofferdams in the Wisconsin
River around the dam to complete the project. These coEerdoms will consist of sheet piling and extend from
the shoreline to the end of the project area, where they tie into existing dam features. The cofferdams will be
removed following the completion of the project. The project is anticipated to commence construction in the
summer of 2025 and be substantially complete by January 2029, with the final restoration completed in the
summer of 2029.
