All Day with God: God owns the day (Psalm 74:16)  
Psalm 74:16 “Yours is the day, Yours also is the night;

• God own and rules the day. God own and rules the night.  
• This is a confession of comprehensive sovereignty. All of time belongs to God.  
• The rule of God is unshaken by human chaos.  
• God is present in both the day and night seasons of life.  
• God as the Creator-King as the ground of hope in lament.  
• When you feel besieged remember the Creator-King.
