Proceedings:
· Meeting called to order at 6:08 PM by President, Charles Kasmer
· Charles Kasmer asked for a minute of silence for any owners feeling any kind of adversity, for the men and women serving in our armed forces, any Veterans and hopefully Peace will come to the world.
· Frank Sustr took roll call and verified a quorum of the Board.

· Mike Clark read the treasurers’ report. Mike Clark gave the account balances and explained that basically our funds are protected and being invested in CDs earning the association interest. Frank Sustr made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as read. Bill King seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

· 2020 Proposed Budget: Mike Clark made a motion to accept the 2020 Budget as proposed. Frank Sustr seconded the motion. Bill King commented the increase in the Budget is actually 1.08 and the national cost of living this next year is around 2% so we’re actually way under the cost of living which makes us good so I certainly have no problem with it. Charlie Kasmer made a comment that he is happy that we able to keep the assessment for the 14th year in a row at $217. Motion to approve the 2020 Budget passed unanimously.
· House Rules and Regulations: Charles Kasmer stated that Vice President Bill King has submitted an objection to the Rules and Regulations and the procedure on how they were prepared. Secretary Frank Sustr read the objection. Actual submitted letter is attached below.
Charles asked if there was a second to the motion. Charles Kasmer seconded Bill Kings motion. After some discussion, Charles Kasmer suggested the Board ask for volunteers to serve on the Rules and Regulations Committee. Bill Shirk agreed to be the chairperson. Don Oulton, Willie Calloway, Mary Dyke, Mike Amoroso and Linda Wynn also agreed to serve on the committee. Bill Shirk has since resigned and Mary Dike has been appointed chairperson by President Charles Kasmer. Bill King was assigned by Charles Kasmer to be the Board Representative for the Rules and Regulations Committee. Charles Kasmer made an amendment to Bills Kings motion to have these rules be referred to the committee with Bill King serving as the Board Representative. Frank Sustr seconded the amendment. Amendment passed unanimously. There was some more discussion in regard to the old and new rules and what would be provided to the committee. Bill King’s motion with Charles Kasmer’s amendment passed unanimously.
Frank Sustr made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Maryann Rice seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

T understand the importance and necessity to keep the rules and regulations current
and I recognize the effort put into these alterations. However, our past practice has been
to appoint a rules and regulations committee to ensure unit owner participation. Asa
matter of record April 12, 2010 the committee was Evelyn Sheldon, Jean Cesarello and
Pete Slifka. February 24, 2016 William Shirk (chairman), Mary Shortell, Jane Aronson,
Leticia Rodriguez, Gerry Minkler and Jim Kazak were appointed and were instructed to
submit by April 1* 2016., what are our current rules and regulations.

“The results of the committees to consolidate, add or amend mostly originated from
actual experiences of incidents that could reoccur. For this Board or future Boards to
ignore past wisdom without thorough understanding is a mistake.

In comparing our existing rules and regulations to the newly proposed ones, the
removal of important language from our existing ones is questionable.

Afew examples of words removed are;

Rule B. (the discharge of firearms including BB guns and pellet guns on the property is
forbidden),

Rulel, (each porch may have two storage cabinets).

Rule L. (including scooters, skateboards or roller skates are not permitted on the
Condominium Property (Perimeter Drive included).

Rule K. (Unit owners and persons occupying a unit as a tenant lessee/renter or guest
shall not permit smoking in or near a unit in a manner that causes a nuisance or health
risk for other unit owners or occupants). Note; Vaping Has not been addressed.

Rule Q. (only Fire Department and UL approved electric grills may be used within the
unit),

committee and request their recommendations as soon as possible.
