CORA
Legal Services Program

We approved a grant to CORA for its
Legal Services Program. CORA is
San Mateo County’s only provider of
services focused on domestic
violence prevention. The program
provides an array of services
including: a legal information line to
help navigate the complex landscape
of legal issues, from restraining
orders, child custody, and divorce; advocacy in multiple ways, including helping a victim to fill out legal documents
and prepare for court proceedings; court accompaniment, providing information regarding the court processes while
also being there with the victim in court as they face their abuser; and client-centered representation by an attorney
with expertise in domestic violence.
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Boba Bots 253 Robotics Team

We approved a grant to Boba Bots 253. In the 25 years since its
founding, the team has continually promoted STEM (science,
technology, engineering, and math) learning among Mills students,
~— giving members the space to construct their own robot to participate in

competitions. The team also recently added a new program at Taylor Middle

6 School to give those students opportunities to learn the basics of robotics.
