Conferences took place, and it was
finally resolved by the /Elstralian executive, by nine votes to two, that Edwards should play. The news of the dispute caused something of a sensation and was the cause of free and outspoken
comment. The Press were informed that Edwards refused to stand down in favour of Mitchell. The voting shows that this action was officially endorsed’

The tour took place in late August — September
and the bans were subsequently lifted in January 1932 after the squabbling parties resolved their differences.

This was reported as an unhappy tour as there was a player revolt over payment and conversion to local currency.
Selection issues also marred the tour.On the ship home an argument between players saw a chair that had been
purchased as set of three was thrown overboard.

In the death of Alexander (Mick) Burns of Dinmore, Soccer has lost one of its most sincere supporters and one of its grandest exponents of a generation ago, when the round ball code was passing

through its brightest era. "Mick," as he was known to Soccer supporters--both young and old-will be remembered as a Bush Rats forward, and later as a full-back. He represented Ipswich and

Queensland. He was one of a family of sportsmen. whose first love was for the round ball game. Garnet, a brother. wore the Queensland Jersey at Soccer, also represented the State at foot-running Jack

("Aces") played for Queensland at Soccer. whilst Francis also represented the State in the code. The Burns record in Soccer has been a grand one. Of "Mick," a supporter
of the day said he was "one of the most honest players in the State." No higher tribute could be paid. His death occurred at 40 'ears of age after a long illness.
