FROM THE 1890’s
TO THE 1980°s

At the turn of the century in England there were many women’s
soccer teams, the most famous being The Amazons. Yet women's foot-
ball in Britain and Europe came to an abrupt end in the early 1920’s,
not to re—emerge until the 1940’s. In England, part of the answer lies
in the Football Association ruling in 1921 which banned women from
playing organised football. This ban was lifted in January 1970. Women
could play on F.A. pitches and have registered referees to officiate.

Women's football in England was already organising itself before the F.A.
ban was lifted. In 1969, the Women's Football Association (W.F.A.) was founded,
largely on the upsurge of interest generated when English men won the World Cup
in 1966. The W.F.A. began with a membership of 44 clubs and by 1972, it
governed 300 clubs and over 20 Leagues.
In 1972 a joint F.A. and W.F.A. Committee agreed upon the following:—
A policy of conformity with the rules and laws of men’s football.
Control of women's football to rest with the W.F.A.
Full recognition and support of the W.F.A.

Itis only the lack of finance which prevents England from seeking competition

further afield than Europe. Club sides have already toured North America, Hong
Kong, Thailand, Taiwan and India.

Cathie Currie, director of a girls’ soccer programme,
concluded an enthusiastic discussion with an official of
the New York City Public School Athletic League by
asking him if any of the girls in his school were interested
in playing soccer. ““He replied, ‘No, thank God we haven’t
had that problem yet’, and he never understood that what
he said was offensive”, recalled Currie, who has spent the
past two years developing soccer teams for New York
City girls.

Soccer has become the fastest-growing team sport for
girls and women in the United States, with an estimated
1 million girls and 10,000 women playing in 1979 compar-
ed to almost none 10 years ago. In July, 1978, when
Currie was appointed coach of the girls” soccer team for
New York City’s Empire State Games, there was no team
in existence. With a great deal of difficulty, Currie found
16 girls who had at least kicked a soccer ball before and
took the team to Syracuse for a competition. “We lost
every match.”

The day that Currie returned from Syracuse she began
to organize the girls’ programme. There are now between
200 and 250 girls playing on teams, and Currie feels there
/s almost no limit to the number of teams that could be
formed in New York City if she weren't restricted by
lack of funds, coaches, and fields.

Women began playing soccer in the Netherlands about 10 years ago and for the last eight years or so, organised
competitions have been held. There are no separate women'’s clubs but women’s teams exist as part of soccer or sporting
clubs. At the moment there are between 750 to 1000 Dutch clubs with affiliated women’s teams.

Clubs are divided into the 11 Regional Associations which make up Dutch Women’s soccer. Each Association has
4 Divisions with 10-12 teams per division and at the end of the season the First Division Champions from each Association
play a mini league then knock out tournament to decide the Dutch Championship. There is also a Dutch Cup, a knock
out competition open to all clubs. Last year the S.V. Brakuizen side won both the Dutch Championship and K.O. Cup
trophies. ;

As well as the club competitions the top players from the clubs also play for their Association in representative
competition. This gives the players the chance to impress selectors for the National side. Holland’s national side took
part in the European Championships in ltaly in July 79. It has also had two victories over the French side winning 1-0
in May, 75 and 2-0 in November the same year.

Unlike Australian Soccer, the average age in Holland is about 23 and the game, although of about equal standard, is
played far fiercer and rougher than here.

In Europe women’s soccer comes under the umbrella of the men’s National Associations. England, Scotland, ireland
and Wales have separate organisations but are still answerable to the men’s organisation. Both F.I.F.A. and U.E.F.A.
recognised women'’s soccer in 1971. The U.E.F.A. Committee met this year for the first time in seven years to consider
the future of women'’s soccer in Europe. They dismissed the idea of a European Club Cup Competition but are consider-
ing a European National Team Competition. Their findings will go to the main U.E.F.A. Committee for a final decision.

National Women’s Teams from England, Scotland, Wales, Northern Ireland, Holland, France, Sweden, Denmark,
Finland and Switzerland competed in the host country of Italy in July 1979. The competition was witness to one of
the finest exhibitions of women’s football ever seen in Europe when Denmark defeated Italy in the final, 2—0.

Patricia Gregory, Secretary of the W.F.A., feels the future chances of a Women’s World Cup for soccer will not
eventuate until F.I.F.A. see the need for one and are willing to come up with the finance. If the numbers of women
playing increase at the rate of the last few years F.I.F.A. may feel the pressure getting stronger. It has also been suggested
to F.I.F.A. and the 1.0.C. that women'’s soccer be included in the next Olympics.

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CHAMPIONSHIP RULES

The Australian Women’s Soccer Championship is open to teams representing State Associations which are affiliated
with the Australian Women's Soccer Association,

All players taking part in this tournament must be registered as players with Associations affiliated to the State
Association they represent.

18 players only are permitted to participate in this tournament from each recognised State Association.

F.I.F.A. rules will apply — 2 substitutes may be used at any time during the game.

A size 5 ball shall be used in all games. Balls supplied by the home State.

This tournament adopts the laws of the game as contained in the Referees’ Chart and Player’s Guide to the Laws
of the Game — current edition — as published by the Football Association, England, and as modified by these
playing rules.

Each participating State Association is required, wherever possible, to have a second strip in case of colour clash.
Names of players shall be sent to the Secretary of the A.W.S.A. prior to the tournament. Names of coach and
manager/ess and other officialg should also be included, plus team colours and alternate colours. These details
should also be sent to the Organisers of the tournament.

Duration of game — 2 x 35 minute halves, half time no less than 5 minutes, no more than 10 minutes.

Points: 2 points for a win. 1 poing for a draw. No points for a loss.

In the event of teams being equal, goal difference will decide.

If for any reason a State reports that it cannot field a team on a certain day during the tournament, then the
opposing team shall be awarded two (2) goals and two (2) points.

Each State competing in the tournament shall be liable for their own travel, food and accommodation costs. The
home State shall be liable for all running costs of the tournament, and their own team costs. A perpetual trophy
remains. The home State shall also be liable for field accessories.

The fourth day of the tournament shall be a “lay day” to provide a rest day for the participants.

Neutral referees shall be used wherever possible. Therefore each State Association will be invited to nominate and
travel with a referee, who will be a member of the referees’ panel for the Championships.

Trophies for winners and runners up will be supplied by the Australian Women’s Soccer Association.

Should a team bring 18 players to the Championships, then they will be allowed to list 7 reserves on the team
sheet. (ASM 1978 NSW)

The N.S.W. State Association was formed in 1974 and that Association staged the first National Championships in
Sydney the same year. During the running of the Championships the A.W.S.A. was formed and the first A.G.M. held.
1974 gave N.S.W. its first taste of international club football when three Club sides arrived from Auckland, New
Zealand, to play a round robin with three top Sydney sides. Easy winners were the St. George side, winning all their 5
matches with 50 goals for and 2 against. Blacktown Spurs were runners up.
In 1975 two Sydney Club sides — Blacktown Spurs and ingleburn R.S.L_, travelled to Auckland to participate in a similar
competition to 1974. Ingleburn were outright winners and Blacktown runners up.
1975 was the year when Australian women spread their wings to field a Club side in the first Asian Cup, held in Hong
Kong. The team had two good wins beating Singapore 3-0 and Malaysia 5-0. They lost to New Zealand 3-2 and to
Thailand 3-2.

In 1977 the N.S.W. Association commenced an Open Age Metropolitan Inter District Rep.Competition. The same year
it renamed itself the N.S.W. Women’s Amateur Soccer Federation. In 1980 three new competitions were added to the
fixture list; an under 14 metropolitan Inter district rep. competition, a N.S.W. State Championship for all Metropolitan
and Country Associations (won by the Kurringai Rep. side) and a Champion of Champions Competition for the top club
team in each Country and Metropolitan Association. The latter will be held in September, 1980.

The Federation now has 13 affiliated Metropolitan and Country Associations, 159 affiliated clubs, 276 teams and

3,693 players. N.S.W. is the most successful State team in the National State Championships, with four victories in
1974, 76, 77 and 79.

The South Australian Women’s Soccer Association was formed in February 1978 and after a series of meetings by an
elected steering committee, a proper committee was elected on 17th April, 1978. There were seven clubs supplying
eight teams. As the matches got under way interest grew to such an extent that another division had to be set up to
accommodate these extra players. It was decided that the fixture list for these extra five teams could be re-arranged
at any time to allow for new teams coming in or some dropping out. The eight teams formed a league, but a Champion-
ship was not viable at the time. Some teams had several years experience over others, making any Championship too
uneven. Two teams did drop out from the second team league but we finished the season with thirteen teams.

Our President in 1978, Mr. Bob Bush, travelied to Newcastle for the A.G.M. of the Australian Women's Soccer Assoc-
iation and our State was formally accepted as an affiliated member of AW.S.A. Our application to host the Champion-
ships in 1980 was accepted and from then every effort was put inte preparing the team to travel to Darwin for the 1979
Championships, where we finished a creditable fourth.

The 1879 season saw us increase our number of clubs to nineteen with 370 registered players. We had immediate
problems with our placement of teams in the two divisions into which we had divided the Association. There were quite
a few unknown factors involved with the new teams who had affiliated and as it turned out the competition between
teams in both divisions was very unfair. After playing five rounds, the structural set up of the leagues was changed and
the Association was split into three divisions with teams being placed according to their resuits of the five rounds played
earlier. This decision did not please everyone but overall it did prove to be a success.

During the season we played some games as curtain raisers to Phillips League games and at the end of the season we
played the Coca Cola Challenge Cup Final as a curtain raiser before the Escort Cup Final between Adelaide City and West
Adelaide. This game was due to be played before the Phillips League Cup Final, the show piece game in Australian Soccer,
but unfortunately the weather reduced the condition of the pitch to such a state that we were not able to play on it prior
to the main game. The season concluded when the Victorian champions, Greensborough visited Adelaide in very hot
conditions and played our first division champions, Adelaide College, for the Challenge Cup. Our team was successful 2-1.

This season has seen another rise in the number of teams to 24 teams with 412 registered players at the time of
publication of this programme. Allowing for the fact that three clubs dropped out at the end of the 1979 season, this
shows another healthy increase in interest in Women’s Soccer. Once again we have had to re-arrange the teams into
three divisions after five rounds of competition and hopefully this will be the last season such re-organisation is needed.
Because of the dramatic rise in standards this season, our State squad contains quite a few new faces compared to that
which travelled to Darwin and they are looking forward to even better results than we had last year.
