George was an entertainer and regularly performed at Football functions

Four New South Wales players were suspended for life by the NSW Association for being selected and going on this tour.

NSW was in dispute over various issues with the Australian Association. The tour took place in late August – September 

and the bans were subsequently lifted in January 1932 after the squabbling parties resolved their differences.

This was reported as an unhappy tour as there was a player revolt over payment and conversion to local currency.

Selection issues also marred the tour.On the ship home an argument between players saw a chair that had been 

purchased as set of three was thrown overboard.
