Mr. J. Follett had charge of the 

whistle. Before the finish of the curtain raiser the ladies of the Bundamba Rangers F.C. entertained the members of the visiting teams to afternoon tea. 

The Mayor of Ipswich (Aid. A. T. Stephenson) extended a cordial welcome to the visitors, coupled with the names of Mr. Morgan and Mr. Powell on behalf 

of 'the City Band and citizens of Ipswich. He felt assured that they would give a good exhibition of Soccer football to the people who had assembled, and 

that they would enjoy their visit to Bundamba. Mrs. MacGregor Lowndes, on behalf of the visiting teams, thanked the Mayor for his kind reception, and 

also stated that she was pleased to know that West Moreton was the proud possessor of the premiership team of Brisbane and district of. the Senior First 

Division of the League, namely the Bush Bats, and hoped that they would still continue to be well in the fore in the fixture.

Players, having the run of the 

field, made good use of it. The only goal was scored from a penalty. The ball coming high from the Radios' left wing, an Eastern Suburbs girl fouled it. 

Thus, when Marie Richards kicked it, the ball went spinning into the goal, and left the Eastern Suburbs' goal keeper standing bewildered. An exciting 

game of Rugby League followed, two Basin Pocket teams being the entertainers. It was also a challenge match. That this form of sport Is popular, was 

seen from the big number of spectators. As it is not so rough as some basket ball matches, It would provide an Interesting side-line for ladies' sport next 

year.

LADIES TO PLAY. SOCCER IN IPSWICH.COMPETTION LIKELY.

 Three representatives of a Booval Ladies' Soccer Club attended a meeting of the Ipswich and West Moreton British Football Association last night, and as a

 result of their attendance it seems practically certain that Ipswich will see a ladies' Soccer competition in the coming season. lr. A. Gibb, who presided,

 opened by addressing the meeting, Ladies and Gentlemen;' adding .that In all his associations with the game, it was unique for him td open a Soccer

 meeting by using the word, "Ladies.“ He was very pleased to see the ladies present and hoped a ladies' competition would be introduced in the coming 

Season Ladies' Soccer teams were active in almost every country, and there was-no reason why Ipswich should not be included in the wide circle. 

Soccer was quite a clean and reputable branch of sport, and fit for ladies to play. Mr. H. Shelton advised that Northtown United intended to field a ladies‘

 team, and it was likely that Favourites would do the same. One of the ladies present stated that Bluebirds would most likely enter the competition also. 

The three ladies present were from Booval, she said, and were forming a team apart from Robins, who might also field a team. The Ipswich Association 

decided to appoint the ladies present (Misses E. Stenson, P. Wallace, and M. Richards), with Mr. H. Shelton, as an acting sub-committee, to canvass likely 

clubs and players with a view to bringing them Into a special competition. Another meeting is to be held at Booval, in a fortnight's time, to finalise the

 matter, nominations to be received at that meeting.

Women's Soccer football, so popular in Brisbane for a time in the early 20's, is being revived in the Ipswich district.

 Both Blackstone Rovers and Bundamba Rangers have formed teams which will begin playing at Blackstone on Friday

 night September 25. The match will be played on Rover's ground in Thomas Street, Blackstone, under floodlight.

 [Blackstone is one of the few football clubs in Queensland which owns the freehold of its own ground. Floodlight

 equipment was installed several years ago.] Women players including wives, sisters, and  fnnances of well-known Ipswich

 Soccer men, have been in strict training each Thursday night the last four weeks for the big event. Blackstone team is 

being coached by 25-year-old Ron Hughes, an Ipswich workshops employee, and captain of Blackstone's First Division 

Team. Veteran footballer, George Kitching, of Booval, is coaching the Bundamba women. Good prospect Blackstone club's  treasurer, George Williams, 

who is on the staff of the Taxation Department, thinks women's Soccer will become very popular in the Ipswich' district. If the appeal it had at the 

Brisbane Cricket Ground in 1925 is any guide.

 Blackstone's ground should be packed out next Friday week. Living at Bellevue Street, Milton, is a woman who helped pioneer women's Soccer in 

Brisbane. She is Mrs. Lil Weaver, an Englishwoman, well-known in Brisbane hockey circles as a star player until her retirement a year ago. Women's 

Soccer became quite a favourite sport in England,according to Mrs Weaver. Factory girls formed teams all over the country.MrsWeaver played in goal 

for an English XI and was a centre-forward in Brisbane. 'I am still more interested in Soccer than hockey,' she confessed yesterday. 'I think that 

Soccer is more scientific with the head and feet than hockey is with a stick.‘ Sprint star - TEENAGER Margaret * Dixon, of Short Street Bundamba. 

promises to be the speed merchant of Ipswich women's Soccer. She is the daughter of a Bundamba club committeeman, Bill Dixon, and has starred as 

a sprinter in local athletic events. 

Other Bundamba players will include Agnes Batching wife of a former First Division player, Cedric latching, and Irene Powell, an Ipswich shop 

assistant. Both live in Brisbane Road, Bundamba. In Blackstone's XX Shirley Hughes, sister of well-known Blackstone players, Bon and Col Hughes, 

will be striving hard to uphold the family's high reputation in local Soccer. Among other Blackstone players will be East Street (Ipswich) residents, 

Maureen Leo, wife of Donald Leo, Australia's goalkeeper in the Second Test against the Chinese, and Doreen Woolley, wife of another senior player, 

Errol Woolley. Fashion note Blackstone women will wear red and black vertical striped guernseys, with above knee length white knickers. Bundamba 

women will favour sky blue jerseys, also with Dior-vogue white knickers.
