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St Helens formed as a Junior Club playing on the  Whitwood Ground  at Ebbw Vale 

The  Whitwood Ground which opened in 1892 and later became Stan McCrea Oval.

This ground was originally used for Rifle training by the Armed Forces and was home to the St Helens Rifle Club.

 

The suburb was originally called St Helens. Soccer matches were played on the ground from 1892

The Rifle club was instrumental with support from footballers to have trains stop at Ebbw Vale and this occurred years before the Ebbw 

Vale station was opened. 

The WW1 statue now in Ebbw Vale Memorial Park was originally outside the station but was moved.

It bears the names of a number of the Original St Helens players 

The club formed in 1910 as a Junior Club and reformed after not fielding a team in 1911 as a senior team in 1912 following  players 

leaving Rosebells

In 1920 it dissolved with the majority of  its  players going to Dinmore Bushrats

It reformed as a junior club in 1922.

 In 1925 it entered a team in the second division.

The club merged with Dinmore Wanderers in  and again with Redbank Dinmore in 1966 to form St Helens United

 The club formed an alliance with Coalstars to form Ipswich United in 1979.Coalstars exited the arrangement and St Helens continued 

with the name reverting to St Helens in 1990 the nineties.The club merged with Coalstars to form Ipswich Knights in 1998

St Helens had thirty two Queensland representatives an eight Australian representatives selected whilst playing for the club.A total of  

eighty two Queensland representatives and twenty five Australian representatives in total also played for the club Gordon(Bunny) Nunn 

and  Cliff Sander were inducted in to the Football Hall of Fame

St Helens are second on the list of total trophies won by any Senior club

Alec represented Australia fourteen times

Alec Gibb was Captain of  first 1922 Australian team that toured New Zealand

Born in Ireland, moved to Scotland, Alec migrated to Australia in 1911

Alec went to school which was a military establishment on the "white cliffs.“ of Dover

The family moved to Musselburgh near Edinburgh after his father’s discharge from the Army.

The only time he played football at school was in the streets. Caps were put down for goals and part of the game was dodging the police

He played for a Union juvenile team,which he captained.About 18 years  he played for Newton Grange and later Musselburgh Athletic.

He the played a season and a half with second division St Bernard’s (Edinburgh)

In Australia he  played with Bundamba Athletics in 1912 winning a premiership and then Bundamba Rangers

In 1914 he played for Dinmore Bush Rats and in 1916 for St Helens and in 1925 Ipswich City.

Alec played Right half and was captain of the 1922 Bundamba Rangers Premiership team

In 1923 he became Captain/Coach of  South Brisbane Scottish

From 1913 to 1924 (with the exception of the war years)  he played in every Ipswich and Queensland team

and played 16 times for Ipswich and 21 times for Queensland 

In the1922 series in New Zealand Alex was captain and again against New Zealand in Australia

Alec won two medals presented for the best Australian player in both series.

Alec was offered the captaincy of the Australian team against the Chinese XI in 1923  but could not accept

 for business reasons

In 1970 Alec at the age of 82 attended the Qld Auckland match in Brisbane

 The re-play of the Challenge Cup final at Ebbw Vale on Saturday was responsible for a very hard and fast game, St. Helens eventually winning by three 

goals to one. In the, other special competition games, Blackkstone defeated Booval by four goals to three, and Bundamba and Rosebells, played a scoreless 

draw. The game between Saint Helens and Wanderers was extremely interesting and keen. Wanderers were the aggressors for the greatest part of the game, 

but good defensive play by Salnts' backs, aided by the brilliant goal-keeping of Williams, was the means of gaining Saints their victory. Saints' left wing, J. 

Henderson and Col. Worral, Save a good display and they were the' best pair of forwards. Wanderers were rather unlucky on a couple of occasions as the 

goal was missed only by inches. Wanderers won the toss and kicked with the wind. They were first to attack. Col. Coleman obtained well out and his shot 

went sailing over. Wanderers continued to press and Saints' defence was repeatedly called upon to save their goal. Williams early had to clear his charge. A 

dangerous corner was cleared from Saints' enB and their right wing was set moving. Stirling chased the ball down the wing and was making his way toward 

Wanderers' goal when an infringement was allowed Saints in the penalty area. Col. Warrall made no mistake with a tow shot. A nice bit of combination 

between Henderson and Co. Worrall brought play again well into Wanderers' territory, but the play was forced back. wanderers' backs were kicking too 

bard and the wind was carrying the ball out of play. On one occasion G. Gemmell sent in a great drive which compelled Williams to catch and throw out 

just in time. Another good movement by Saints' left wing brought play back to Wanderers' end. Henderson sent over a perfect cross and T. Greenhill was 

presented with a great opportunity to put his side further ahead; but his injured knee handicapped him.

ON TERMS. Wanderers' defence sent play up to Saints' end, where Williams had a lively five minutes. After two unsuccessful attempts at the goal, Cue. 

Coleman managed to steer one past Williams into the corner of the net. The sides were now on terms. Spirited attacks by both sides saw play quickly 

transferred from one end to the other. W. Stirling, with a terrific drive, went close. Wanderers, at the other end, forced a corner which did not bear fruit T. 

Greene and V. Poulton were doing well for Saints. J. Corbutt broke up an attack on Saints' left wing and sent out to Cec. Coleman on the right wing, but - 

b"lpar-tingefort went wide. Len Worrall's experience stood Saints in good stead; he was the instigator in a movement which almost brought disaster for 

Wanderers. Cec. Coleman and J. Corbutt each had a try at the other end, but Williams was on the top of his form and saved both shots. Half time sounded 

with the scores even.

SECOND SESSION. Wanderers strongly attacked after the resumption and Williams was called upon early to clear his charge. E. Petie cleared the 

situation and Col. Worrall at the other end sent in a hard low shot which brought Halls to his 1Inees. Henderson and Col. Worrall were combining nicely 

on the left, wing and led Wanderers' right half a merry dance. Seeney came to the rescue and sent his forwards away, then J. Jeffrey beat 1en Worrall for 

the ball and sent out to Cec. Coleman, who in turn sent in a hot drive. Williams brought off a good save. Saints were playing to their left wing and at last 

they were successful. J. Henderson took the ball well up to the corner flag and placed one just over the heads of the players to J. Potts, who was standing 

handy, to score Saints' second goal. Len Coleman was doing good work for Wanderers, and one of his crosses should have been converted. The ball went 

right across the goalmouth, but -none of his colleagues were up in time and E. Petie cleared. SAINTS SCORE AGAIN. Pressure was maintained by the 

yellow and blacks and several corners were forced, but with no resuits. Saints attacked again and from the left wing the ball was sent over for J. Greenhill 

to put Saints' third goal through. H. Randolph got his forwards going well and play became lively. Wanderers were now putting in a good run; but Saints' 

defence was standing up to it. Try as they would Wanderers could not pierce the defence of the greens, and the final whistle sounded leaving Saints victors 

by three goals to one.

This decision Is the outcome of the refusal of the Q.F.S.A. to agree to the Ipswich clubs .having the right to review the constitution before lodging 

affiliations. Mr. W. McCrindle, President of the St Helena Club, said last night that his club, after further consideration, had decided that it could not 

recognise the Q.S.F.A. as a constitutionally formed body, and therefore could not affiliate until the combined clubs of Brisbane and Ipswich had decided 

upon a suitable system of control. "We are unanimous in holding to our claims that we have the right to take part in the formulation of controlling rules 

in Queensland, as against being forced to join and then seek corrections." added Mr. McCriondle. No restrictions have been placed on the club members 

for joining other clubs In this season's fixtures. Two' Ipswich clubs, Booval Stars and l3tackstone Rovers, have lodged affiliations along with four Brisbane, 

clubs, Latrobe, Y,M.C.A., Eastern Suburbu, and Corinthians.

Sir.-The advent of the Soccer season is accompanied not without mis giving in the hearts of many stalwarts of the game. There must be a number of 

shrewd observers of what is happening In the Soccer world, who will be wondering when the process of disintegration will end. It is most disturbing to find 

that such famous local clubs as St Helens and Bundamba Rangers have gone into recess. It is appreciated by far-seeing sportsmen that the attitude of both 

these clubs has been determined by character and a deep respect for principle, and it is an unhappy fact that two other Ipswich clubs have allowed 

themselves to be stampeded into breaking away from that spirit of unity that has for so long characterised the managements of the Ipswich clubs. Recently 

one noticed in the Press a statement applauding the attainment of harmony within the Soccer world! Nothing could be further from the truth, as the 

controlling body now known as the Q.S.F.A. and the pub-lie will soon ind. Two or three years ago the prospect of unity within the various Soccer clubs 

never looked so promising. Progress had been sustained to the point that great hopes were entertained that this great British game would at long last come 

into its own. During the last 18 months, however disruptive tactics have been indulged in to such an ex-tent that decent public-spirited men who had 

been attracted into the ad-ministration have been obliged to re-sign to preserve their self-respect. Prominent men representing the Church, the Universities, 

the Law. and Civic Government have, In the last few months, been' lost to the game. Local administrators such as Messrs. Campbell, McCrindle,Gibb, and 

others have felt constrained to .disassociate themselves from the present administration. And the spectacle at local and international players joining 

Brisbane clubs is, to say the least, galling. Some of us hope that this distressing phase in the growth ot the code will have spent itself by the end of the 

present season, and that a return to really healthy development will eventuate.-Yours, &c.

Soccer Final St. Helens convincing defeat of Corinthians

The St. Helens team clearly justified its claims to the Soccer premiership for the third successive year. by convincingly defeating Corinthians at 

Bundamba on Saturday, scoring four goals to the challengers' nil. A very large crowd witnessed the match, which was a triumph for the Ebbw Vale team.

Two tactical errors were costly to the Corinthians team. The first was the decision to play Alex Donsky, who was ill, and apparently not in a fit state to 

play a strenuous final, and secondly was adoption of the third back, or defensive game. The Corinthians combination is essentially an attacking machine, 

using quick, short passing movements which do not allow the opposition to settle down. However, on Saturday Corinthians allowed St. Helens to take 

the initiative and re-lied on defence to keep their goal intact. The St. Helens' skipper, Dan Roderick, was quick to sum up the position, and he 

maintained constant pressure on the Corinthians goal. Roderick again played an outstanding game, both in attack and defence. He was well supported 

by his teammates, all of whom rose to the occasion and played grand football. The winners played as a team, with the only apparent weakness( and it 

was not a great one) finishing off in front of the goal. The visiting eleven was completely outplayed and did not provide the opposition that was expected 

of it. Niven. the full-back was unavailable for the game, and he was badly mIssed. D. Love, an old experienced full-back, played a good solid game for the 

losing aide. He and the goalkeeper, Johnson, tried hard to check the Green forwards. Porter played a sound game in the hall-back line. Donsky took the 

field at inside right, but he could not stand the pace and later transferred to centre forward. Shortly after half-time he was forced to leave the field. 

Every member of the winning team played good football, with perhaps Roderick, Hill, Hainsworth, and A. Pitcairn shining most.

THE PLAY St. Helens won the toss and started the game with the assistance of a slight breeze. After 10 minutes' play Dave Halls put in a hard shot 

which the goalkeeper just managed to push clear. The ball went out to the left flank where Hains-worth gained possession. Re-centered beautifully and 

the ball, after hitting the upright, rebounded into the net. The Ebbw Vale team continued to attack and play for the most part was near Corinthians' 

goal. A. Pitcairn had two opportunities of goaling, but on each occasion his shots went wide of the net. After half an hour's play the referee. Mr. J. 

Mackie, award-ed a free kick against Crewdson. J. Pitcairn took the kick and lifted the hall into the goal-mouth for Dave Halls to head past Williams. St 

Helens now had a 2-nil lead. A few minutes before half-time, a penalty was awarded against Robins when a corner kick was being taken. Hill came up 

to take the kick, and he gave Williams no chance of saving. At half-time Corinthians faced a 3-nil deficit. St. Helens continued to press during the 

second half, but clever defence by Love, Crewd-son, and Porter prevented the addition of further goals. The referee awarded a free kick a few yards from 

the goal, but Corlnthians' defenders effec-tively blocked the shot at goal. With about a minute of play remaining, there was a mls-understanding between 

Corin-thians' goalkeeper and a full-back, and a shot by Halls rolled into the net to make the final Score St. Helens 4, Corinthians nil, Gooal-scorers 

were: D. Halls 2, R. Hill, and L. Hainsworth.

"Saints" were without the services of two of their key men Gordon ("Bunny") Nunn and Lex Gibb, who were playing in the 

first test in Sydney, but nevertheless put up a grand show-ing and went down fighting. Down 2-nil at half-time, they fought back hard throughout 

the second half, and on several occasions almost managed to get the equaliser. Full-back Bert Crewdson played one of his best games this season for the 

winners, and ex-English professional, Harold Brophy, was a solid centre-half.

Rip Porter worked hard in the half-back line, and Mal-colm Wild showed clever touches in the attack. One of the outstanding play-ers on the field was 

St. Helens' left-half, George Allen. He continually sent his forwards goalwards only to see his efforts frustrated by the Corinthian defence. Alan Pitcairn 

and Arthur McLean were a pair of tireless workers in the forward line, and veteran Dan Roderlck played well at full-back.

From 1955 to 1957 St Helens and Bundamba Rangers

 fought for the title with only one win between the clubs over three years

The Coalstars/St Helens derbies of the sixties and seventies and eighties were fierce with these two

 clubs being the last remaining First Division clubs left following the demise or merging of other clubs

 in the sixties.

Bundamba Rangers/Coalstars(1894-1998) have won 39 trophies and St Helens(1909-1998) 37

After 100 years the rivalry ended on the field when the two clubs merged to form Ipswich Knights in 1998.following an agreement 

reached on the 30th July1997

Both clubs have active supporter clubs.St Helens Old Boys and Coalstars supporters club which has had 50 and 55 year reunions

There is  also an annual Coalstars,St Helens Lawn bowls day.

President of St Helens Terry Brown wanted to ensure an Ipswich team could enter.

He approached Booval Stars and Coalstars for support. Initially Coalstars declined but 

agreed to join the joint venture. 

 The joint venture commenced in 1978 with the State League starting in 1979 and continued until 1981 when Coalstars 

withdrew

 Ipswich United, however, continued from 1981 until 1989 when Ipswich United reverted to St. Helens.

 Throughout this period they were successful in winning premierships, grand finals and Ampol Cups.

Initially they were under the coaching Ian Kesson then Alwyn  Warren with Mat Carson arriving in 1981.

Jim Hermiston was coach 1n 1988 but resigned and Fred Robbins took over

 

As a result of Ipswich United’s success individual player awards were achieved so the club

was able to attract players.  However, in 1988 the club was relegated after Mat Carson had left the club in 1987.
