BRISBANE, July 26.—Brisbane’s worst bus
and tram collision, in which both vehicles were almost
totally destroyed by fire, occurred at Woolloongabba at
5.10 p.m. to-day and resulted in 24 persons being ad-
mitted to hospital.

The bus, carrying the New South Wales and

schoolboy Soccer players, was city bound
from Wynnum when it swerved into an outbound Bal
moral tram in Stanley-street, near the Woolloongabba
railway yards.
