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Imperatives

Use
Imperatives are used to give advice, instructions and directions
Imperatives are also used to express a request or command

Use Example
Giving directions Turn right at the cafe
Giving instructions Put the water into the kettle

First, turn left at the library, then walk to the end of

Giving instructions in sequence
& g the road.

Don’t put water into the kettle
Do not enter
Don’t turn right at the café

Using a negative imperative
(don’t + Verb)
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
