Christmas Ornament Project

Choose any concept that you have specifically learned in this class. Create an original ornament that represents the selected topic and write a one-page (typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman 12 point font) paper that explains what your ornament is, how you made it, why you chose it and how it relates to class (make sure to address all of these in your essay or you will lose points).  Please submit your essay when you turn in ornament—DO NOT EMAIL the essay to me. 

Your ornaments MUST…
1. Be homemade.  Your ornament must be made from scratch, though it can include pre-made items.  (I don’t expect you to make a button; you can use that to “create” an ornament.)  If you bring in a store bought item and slap something on it and call it homemade, you will fail this assignment.  
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Be 3 dimensional.  Do not turn in a flat object (piece of foam, paper, picture, etc.).  Think Christmas Tree Ornament—not Kindergarten handprint on a piece of paper.  
3. Be creative.  Show me some effort—show me some original thought.  You may not be Picasso, but that doesn’t mean that you can’t create something worthwhile.  Do not wait until the last minute and throw something together.  I will know it and your grade will suffer tremendously.  
4. Be proactive.  Don’t procrastinate.  Think about this assignment and make a unique ornament.
