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Course Description:
Civics: Students in grade twelve pursue a deeper understanding of the institutions of American government. They compare systems of government in the world today and analyze the history and changing interpretations of the Constitution, the Bill of Rights, and the current state of the legislative, executive, and judiciary branches of government. An emphasis is placed on analyzing the relationship among federal, state, and local governments, with particular attention paid to important historical documents such as the Federalist Papers. These standards represent the culmination of civic literacy as students prepare to vote, participate in community activities, and assume the responsibilities of citizenship.
Economics:  In addition to studying and understand the United States system of Government in grade twelve, students will also develop a thorough understanding of the principles of economics. Students will understand fundamental economic concepts, the principals of micro- and macro-economics, as well as economic applications to both consumers and producers within the economic system. There will be a study of the nature and functions of product markets, the role of government policy in the economy, national

income and price-level determination, the concepts of supply and demand, inflation, and debt. These economic principals will be interpreted in both the public and private sector. Many of these concepts will also be studied within a historical context.

Assessment Strategies:


The following will be used in the evaluation of students: Weekly assignments, Tests (after each chapter is completed), quizzes (to test for reading assignments and vocabulary), research paper (3-5 Pages), homework, various projects, presentations, cooperative learning activities, online discussions, and self-assessment.

Students will, upon completion, be able to demonstrate knowledge of the facts, concepts and theories pertaining to the functioning of the United States Government as well as well gain an understanding of the way that our economic system impacts us in our daily life.
