Purpose:  The Gen Giammanco Foundation provides financial support to student athletes to assist

Criteria:  

The student athletes that are eligible for assistance must be high school students who 
reside in Monterey County or one of the following cities: Morgan Hill, Santa Clarita, San 
Diego, San Luis Obispo, or Ventura. Eligible students must continue their education and 
athletic career at a college or university. Funding of a Gen Giammanco Foundation (GGF) 
Award is contingent on the student athlete becoming a member of a NCAA or NAIA 
collegiate athletic team. Other criteria for eligibility include the applicant’s leadership, 
sportsmanship, community service, academic record and financial need.   

Guidelines:  GGF Awards will be distributed on an annual basis.  

Amount:  Each GGF Award will be a minimum of $1000.00.
