“We also took out all three chimney breasts
to make the rooms as wide as possible.”
Barbara had to move (ast with her
interiors dccieiinn--making since she was also
planning their wedding and was pregnant
with Willow. She’d done plenty of research
on their previous renovation and took
design cues from the project. A highlight
had been the internal glaxing.
