Be sure to review the pool’s rules listed under 
the Pool & Tennis tab at www.springmillcross-
ing.org. Remember that children under 10 
years of age must be accompanied by a guard-
ian of at least 14 years of age. 

Food is only permitted in the Strobel Shelter 
per Hamilton County Health Department rules, 
and glass containers, alcoholic beverages, and 
smoking/ vaping are not permitted in or sur-
rounding the pool. Please be safe around the 
diving board, as well, by following the posted 
rules.
