They are doing a great job keeping the
facilities clean and our swimmers safe, but if
you see something out of sorts, please be sure
to share your concerns with them directly, dur-
ing an adult swim break. Keep in mind that are
our lifeguards are mostly high school and col-
lege kids learning their way through a summer
job, so every day is a opportunity for them to
improve. However, if your issue is not resolved
to your satisfaction, please contact a board
member or C&N, to handle it.
