D E F I N I T I O N  O F  L E N T

Lent is a season of the Christian year that lasts for 40
days, beginning on Ash Wednesday and ending on
Holy Saturday which is the day before Easter Sunday.
During this time, Christians prepare for Easter by
reflecting on their spiritual lives, repenting of their sins,
and traditionally, performing acts of charity.  This is a
period of time to focus on Christ’s sacrifice.

The purpose of Lent is to provide Christians with an
opportunity to draw closer to God through prayer, and
fasting. It is a time to reflect on one's own spiritual life
and to seek forgiveness and reconciliation with God
and others.

My Praises to the Lord: Praise the Lord with Psalm 145

Psalm 145:1-3  I exalt you, my God the King; I will praise your name for ever and
ever. Every day I will praise you and extol your name for ever and ever. Great is the
LORD and most worthy of praise: his greatness no one can fathom.

I am Thankful: Recount His wonderful blessings.

Psalm 100:4-5 Enter His gates with thanksgiving, and his courts with praise! Give
thanks to him; bless his name! For the LORD is good; HIs steadfast love endures
forever, and his faithfulness to all generations.

My Prayer Requests: Ask Him for help, provision, guidance and wisdom.

Psalm 62:8 Trust in him at all times, O people; pour out your heart before him; God
is a refuge for us. 

This Week’s Prayer Focus: Our Children and Grandchildren
