Week 11, Devotion 1

“Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.” –2 Corinthians 5:20-21
As a Christ-follower, you may have never thought of yourself as an “ambassador.” We often think of terms like “Christian” or “disciple” when we describe a person following Jesus. Remember from our lesson this week that an ambassador is “a person who acts as a representative for someone or something.”  

Read 2 Corinthians 5:17-21. Read this passage in at least two different translations. This will help give you fresh eyes on it. Underline or highlight any key phrases or words that personally stand out to you. In this passage, the Apostle Paul made some pretty powerful statements for both the person in Christ and the person not in Christ. Go back and look at verses 17 and 20. In verse 17, the Christ-follower is called “a new creation.” What a promise! Then, in verse 20b Paul says, “We implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.” This demands a response! 

The goal of an ambassador is to always be a good representative of whomever they’re representing. That way, when people see them, they clearly see the person they are pointing to. For the Christ-follower, the goal is not perfection, but obedience. It’s a daily surrendering to the mission and Kingdom of Christ. This is what being an ambassador of Jesus is all about.

Think about this . . . 

· If you call yourself a Christ-follower, what kind of ambassador for Christ are you? What evidence is there for this? What are some practical things you can do this week to improve in your walk with Jesus?  
· What type of impact for the Kingdom should an ambassador for Christ make? Why can this sometimes be hard?

Week 11, Devotion 2

Today, make it a point to notice creation. Either take pictures of things that catch your eye or write them down in a journal. If you take a picture, consider posting it on your Instagram account, along with some thoughts from today’s devotional.

Maybe it’s a beautiful sunrise. Maybe it’s the ocean waves crashing. Maybe it’s a hiking trail you came upon. Maybe it’s the rainfall. 

After taking a picture with your phone, write one or two sentences in a journal about why that particular piece of creation caught your eye.

Remember that you are a new creation in Christ. As amazing as creation is to see, imagine how God looks at us, His image-bearers. He has a deep affection and love for humanity. Don’t miss that.

Week 11, Devotion 3

Take a moment and read this quote:
“I believe in Christianity as I believe that the sun has risen: not only because I see it, but because by it I see everything else.” – C.S. Lewis

Awesome! What an incredible lens to filter the way we view our purpose here on earth as Christ-followers.

Think about this . . . 

· If someone not in Christ asked you what it meant to be a Christ-follower and why you made the decision to surrender your life to Christ, how would you respond? What real life examples would you give of Christ currently working in your life?

· What stands out to you about this quote? What does it communicate to you about living the Christian life?

Take some time today and reflect on what “filters” you are using to see the world and live the Christian life.
