Week 14, Devotion 1

“I have been crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.”  – Galatians 2:20

Have you ever experienced something that changed your life so much that your life can kind of be divided into two parts: before it happened and after it happened? It might have been something positive, like meeting a new best friend, moving to a new place that you really love, or discovering something that you’re really good at, like a sport or a musical instrument. Or, it might be something really difficult, like the death of someone you love or the divorce of your parents. Whatever it is, there’s a before and an after.
Read Galatians 2:20. Can you sense the before and after in these sentences? Here it is: I no longer live . . . but Christ.

Before Jesus, it’s all about me. But once we start following Jesus, it’s all about Him.

Not I, but Christ.

No one’s perfect, and that includes people who follow Jesus. But when we decide to follow Jesus, we surrender our lives to Him. We give Him control of our lives. Not I, but Christ.

· Is there any area of your life in which you tend to put yourself at the center instead of God?

· On the “Dying to Myself/Living for Christ” handout that you filled out at Bible Study, there were three areas in which we asked God to help us change: Die to Myself, Surrender My Life, and Trust Jesus. How has God used those areas to shape you this week? What area is the most difficult? 

Week 14, Devotion 2

When we talk about surrendering our lives to Jesus, it’s easy to think that it’s something we have to do on our own power as we follow Jesus or something we have to do for Jesus to love us. But as we read yesterday in Galatians 2:20, surrendering is not something we do in order for Jesus to love us. It’s something we do because Jesus first loved us, because He “loved me and gave himself for me.”
Grab a piece of paper and a pen. At the top of the paper, write “I will surrender because . . . ” Then, below that, write down all of the things in your life and in this world that remind you of how much God loves you.
Week 14, Devotion 3

Read this quote:

“ . . . the world has yet to see what God will do with a [person] fully consecrated to him.” – Henry Varley, 1872. 

“Fully consecrated” is another way to say someone is fully surrendered to God. Henry Varley said this to D.L. Moody in 1872. When Moody heard it, he decided to fully surrender his life to God and to serving Him. Moody went on to preach to hundreds of thousands of people, plant churches, and start a ministry school. Moody’s fully surrendered life impacted the lives of perhaps millions of people for the sake of Jesus.

Think about this . . . 
· What would change in your life if you decided to fully hand over your life to Jesus? 

· Is there anything you are holding back in your life that you have not yet fully surrendered to God? If so, what will it take for you to give it up to Him?
