Week 15, Devotion 1

“And one called to another and said: ‘Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts; the whole earth is full of his glory!’” – Isaiah 6:3

This verse comes from a passage in the Book of Isaiah where Isaiah has an amazing experience and sees the Lord. How cool is that?! And yet, how terrifying! What do you think would be going through your head if you were Isaiah? 

In Isaiah’s vision of God, he also sees six-winged creatures called seraphim flying around the throne of God. What they say to one another is significant. God has many amazing characteristics, but the seraphim do not shout, “Pure, pure, pure.”  They do not say, “Truth, truth, truth.” The seraphim do not even sing, “Love, love, love.”  What do they say? The seraphim call to one another that God is “Holy, holy, holy.” (You can turn in your Bible to the Old Testament and read the whole story in Isaiah 6.)
Remember what we talked about in the lesson? Holy means “set apart.” It means different. It means perfect in every way. Spend a few moments meditating on the holiness of God. If it helps you to focus, grab some colored pencils and draw the scene Isaiah describes of the seraphim flying around the throne of God.

Week 15, Devotion 2

Make it a goal today to communicate with three Christians you know who are actively pursuing God in their lives.  

These could be family members, friends, or people you know from church. You may be able to see them in person today, or you might need to pick up the phone and call or text them. 
Ask them how they strive to pursue holiness in their daily lives. We are all in the process of sanctification. Some are further along than others. We can be encouraged in our faith and challenged to continue in our pursuit of God by the testimony of other believers.
Week 15, Devotion 3

“Therefore, preparing your minds for action, and being sober-minded, set your hope fully on the grace that will be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.” – 1 Peter 1:13

Life can be hard. Somewhere in your life, among your schoolwork, home life, extracurricular activities, and circle of friends, there are probably a few good challenges that you’re facing. The popular saying is, “When the going gets tough, the tough get going.” That sounds good, right? But what if we’re really not so tough? What should you do when you feel weak, totally unprepared, or unqualified?  

Peter gives some great encouragement to the Christ-followers who had been scattered from their homes into new cities. These Christians were facing pretty severe opposition and ever-present uncertainty about what life would look like next. Peter said for them to set their hope fully on grace. Remember, grace is God’s unmerited favor. We have done nothing to deserve it, but God chooses to lavish us with grace anyway. Even in the most difficult situation, God is there! And God is working out all things for His good.
We do not always get to see it this side of heaven, but we can keep our “eyes on the prize” and continue on because of the eternal hope that we have in Jesus Christ.
